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Outlook

Given both the low oil prices and the ongoing Covid-19 situation, uncertainty remains about how both the Norwegian and the global economy will
develop, and the picture is changing continuously. Statistics Norway expects negative GDP growth of -5.5% in Norway in 2020.

In the longer term, lower levels of investment and demand for loans are expected. The Norwegian state is particularly well-equipped to contribute
financially and extensive measures aimed at both the private sector and business will mitigate the effects of the Covid-19 outbreak.

Norges Bank cut its policy rate from 1.25% to 0.25% in March 2020. Such a large and rapid reduction in the policy rate has never been seen before in
Norway. The market expects a further interest rate cut in 2020.

The group’s long-term target is a minimum return on equity of 12%, but as a consequence of the Covid-19 outbreak, return on equity in 2020 is
estimated to be lower than the long-term target.

The group’s focus on digitalisation and automation, both internally and in relation to customers, has enabled almost all of the group’s employees to
work from home office recently. Customers have been looked after in an efficient and satisfactory manner.

Given its solid financial position, the group is very well equipped to tackle crises and this will help to ensure that the SpareBank 1 SR-Bank Group
remains a solid financial group after the Covid-19 outbreak ends as well.

Geographic expansion, digitalization and growth will provide the basis for transforming from a regional savings bank to a bank for the whole of
Southern Norway.
