Reduce exposure in volatile industries by introducing more restrictions related to industries.

Large exposures are a risk in themselves and both the maximum exposure limit and the permissible number of

* Given both the low oil prices and the ongoing Covid-19 situation, uncertainty remains about how both the Norwegian and the global economy will
develop, and the picture is changing continuously. In Norway, there has been a positive development in the last quarter.

* Inthe longer term, lower levels of investment and demand for loans are expected. The Norwegian state is particularly well-equipped to contribute
financially and extensive measures aimed at both the private sector and business will mitigate the effects of the Covid-19 outbreak.

* Norges Bank has cut its policy rate by 1.50 percentage points in 2020 to 0.0% in May 2020. Such a large and rapid reduction in the policy rate has never
been seen before in Norway. A stable policy rate is expected for the next year.
