(b) directing the Principal Paying Agent to pay sums due on Registered Notes; and

Conditions, this Agreement and the Procedures Memorandum, including, without
limitation, those set out in Clause 10.

The Registrar may from time to time, subject to the prior written consent of the Issuer,
delegate certain of its functions and duties set out in this Agreement to the Principal Paying
Agent.

The obligations of the Agents under this Agreement are several and not joint.

Issue of Global Notes

Subject to Clause 3.5, following receipt of a faxed or electronic copy of the applicable Final
Terms signed by the Issuer, the Issuer authorises the Principal Paying Agent and the
Registrar, and the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar agree, to take the steps
required of the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar in the Procedures Memorandum.

In the case of a Tranche in respect of which there is more than one Dealer but which is not

Immediately after it determines the end of the Distribution Compliance Period in respect of
any Tranche, the Principal Paying Agent shall notify the determination to the Issuer,
Euroclear, Clearstream, Luxembourg and the relevant Dealer or Lead Manager, as the
case may be.

Terms of Issue

Each of the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar shall cause all Notes delivered to and
held by it under this Agreement to be maintained in safe custody and shall ensure that
Notes are issued only in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, the relevant
Conditions and, where applicable, the relevant Global Notes.

Subject to the procedures set out in the Procedures Memorandum, for the purposes of
Clause 3, each of the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar is entitled to treat a
telephone or electronic communication from a person purporting to be (and whom the
Principal Paying Agent or the Registrar, as the case may be, believes in good faith to be)
the authorised representative of the Issuer named in the list referred to in, or notified

If the Principal Paying Agent pays an amount (the “Advance”) to the Issuer on the basis
that a payment (the “Payment”) has been or will be received from a Dealer and if the

Except in the case of issues where the Principal Paying Agent does not act as receiving
bank for the Issuer in respect of the purchase price of the Notes being issued, if on the
Issue Date a Dealer does not pay the full purchase price due from it in respect of any Note
(the “Defaulted Note”) and, as a result, the Defaulted Note remains in the Principal Paying
Agent’s distribution account with Euroclear and/or Clearstream, Luxembourg after the
Issue Date, the Principal Paying Agent will continue to hold the Defaulted Note to the order
of the Issuer. The Principal Paying Agent shall notify the Issuer as soon as reasonably
practicable of the failure of the Dealer to pay the full purchase price due from it in respect
of any Defaulted Note and, subsequently, shall (a) notify the Issuer immediately on receipt
from the Dealer of the full purchase price in respect of any Defaulted Note and (b) pay to
the Issuer the amount so received.

Payments

The Issuer will, before 10.00 a.m. (local time in the relevant financial centre of the payment
or, in the case of a payment in euro, London time), on each date on which any payment in
respect of any Note becomes due under the relevant Conditions, transfer to an account
specified by the Principal Paying Agent an amount in the relevant currency sufficient for the
purposes of the payment in funds settled through such payment system as the Principal
Paying Agent and the Issuer may agree. If the Principal Paying Agent determines in its
absolute discretion that payment in accordance with this Clause 7 is required to be made
earlier, it will provide the Issuer with no less than 21 days’ prior notice in writing of such
requirement.

Any funds paid by or by arrangement with the Issuer to the Principal Paying Agent under
Clause 7.1 shall be held in the relevant account referred to in Clause 7.1 for payment to
the Noteholders or Couponholders, as the case may be, until any Notes or matured
Coupons become void under Condition 7 (Prescription) of the relevant Conditions. In that
event the Principal Paying Agent shall repay to the Issuer sums equivalent to the amounts
which would otherwise have been repayable on the relevant Notes or Coupons.

The Issuer will ensure that no later than 10.00 a.m. (London time) on the second Business
Day (as defined below) immediately preceding the date on which any payment is to be
made to the Principal Paying Agent under Clause 7.1, the Principal Paying Agent shall
receive a payment confirmation by SWIFT from the paying bank of the Issuer. For the
purposes of this Clause, “Business Day” means a day on which commercial banks and
foreign exchange markets settle payments and are open for general business in Norway
and London.

The Principal Paying Agent shall notify each of the other Paying Agents and the Registrar
as soon as reasonably practicable:

The Principal Paying Agent shall ensure that payments of both principal and interest in
respect of a Temporary Bearer Global Note will only be made if certification of non-U.S.
beneficial ownership as required by U.S. Treasury regulations (in the form set out in the
Temporary Bearer Global Note) has been received from Euroclear and/or Clearstream,
Luxembourg in accordance with the terms of the Temporary Bearer Global Note.

Unless it has received notice under Clause 7.4(a), each Paying Agent shall pay or cause to
be paid all amounts due in respect of the Notes on behalf of the Issuer in the manner
provided in the applicable Conditions.

If for any reason the Principal Paying Agent considers in its sole discretion that the
amounts to be received by it under Clause 7.1 will be, or the amounts actually received by
it are, insufficient to satisfy all claims in respect of all payments then falling due in respect
of the Notes, no Paying Agent shall be obliged to pay any such claims until the Principal
Paying Agent has received the full amount of all such payments.

"SOFR Compounded Index" means the compounded daily SOFR rate, as published at
15:00 (New York time) by the Federal Reserve Bank of New York (or a successor
administrator of SOFR) on the website of the Federal Reserve Bank of New York, or any
successor source; and

"SONIA Compounded Index" means the compounded daily SONIA rate as published at
10:00 (London time) by the Bank of England (or a successor administrator of SONIA) on
the Bank of England's Interactive Statistical Database, or any successor source.

Provided that a Benchmark Event has not occurred in respect of SONIA or a Benchmark
Transition Event and its related Benchmark Replacement Date has not occurred in respect
of SOFR, as the case may be, if, with respect to any Interest Period, the relevant
Compounded Index Start and/or Compounded Index End is not published by the
administrator, the Principal Paying Agent shall calculate the Rate of Interest for that
Interest Period in accordance with Clause 8.2(c) as if Index Determination was not
specified in the relevant Final Terms as being applicable. For these purposes, (i) the
Reference Rate shall be deemed to be SONIA in the case of SONIA Compounded Index
and SOFR in the case of Compounded SOFR Index, (ii) the Calculation Method shall be
deemed to be Compounded Daily, (iii) the Observation Method shall be deemed to be
Observation Shift, (iv) the Observation Look-back Period shall be deemed to be the
Relevant Number, (v) D shall be deemed to be the Numerator and (vi) in the case of
SONIA, the Relevant Screen Page will be determined by the Issuer in consultation with the
Principal Paying Agent. If (X) a Benchmark Event has occurred in respect of SONIA, the
provisions of Condition 3(d) (Interest — Benchmark Discontinuation) shall apply mutatis
mutandis in respect of this Clause 8.2 and (Y) if a Benchmark Transition Event and its

related Benchmark Replacement Date have occurred in respect of SOFR, the provisions of
Condition 3(e) (Interest — Effect of Benchmark Transition Event) shall apply mutatis
mutandis in respect of this Clause 8.2.

Notice of any Withholding or Deduction

If the Issuer is, in respect of any payment, compelled to withhold or deduct any amount for
or on account of taxes, duties, assessments or governmental charges as specifically
contemplated under the relevant Conditions, it shall give notice of that fact to the Principal
Paying Agent and the Registrar as soon as it becomes aware of the requirement to make
the withholding or deduction and shall give to the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar
such information as either of them shall require to enable it to comply with the requirement.

It shall be the sole responsibility of the Issuer to determine whether a deduction or
withholding is or will be required from any payment to be made by the Issuer in respect of
the Notes or otherwise in connection with this Agreement.

If any Agent is, in respect of any payment of principal or interest in respect of the Notes,
compelled to withhold or deduct any amount for or on account of any taxes, duties,
assessments or governmental charges as specifically contemplated under the relevant
Conditions, other than arising under Clause 9.1 or by virtue of the relevant holder failing to
satisfy any certification or other requirement in respect of its Notes, it shall give notice of
that fact to the Issuer and the Principal Paying Agent as soon as it becomes aware of the
compulsion to withhold or deduct.

Other Duties of the Registrar

The Registrar shall perform the duties set out in this Agreement and the Ordinary Note
Conditions and, in performing those duties, shall act in accordance with the Ordinary Note

The Registrar shall so long as any Registered Note is outstanding:

(a) maintain at its specified office a register (the “Register”) of the holders of the

(c) register all transfers of Definitive Registered Notes;

Extendable Obligations

The applicable Final Terms may provide that a Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity or
a Statutory Extended Final Maturity applies (each as defined in the Conditions). If

Such deferral will occur automatically in the case of a Payment Failure
Extended Final Maturity Date, and in the case of a Statutory Extended Final Maturity such
deferral will occur only if FSAN has granted a Statutory Maturity Extension Approval and, in
both cases, if the Issuer fails to pay the Final Redemption Amount of the relevant Series of
Notes on their Maturity Date. Interest will continue to accrue on any unpaid amount and will
be payable on each Interest Payment Date falling after the Maturity Date up to (and
including) the Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity Date (or Statutory Extended Final
Maturity Date, as applicable).

The Issuer undertakes to give the Principal Paying Agent not less than two Business Days’
notice prior to the Maturity Date whether (a) the Final Redemption Amount of the
applicable Series of Notes will be paid in full on the Maturity Date or (b) the obligation to
pay the Final Redemption Amount of the applicable Series of Notes on the Maturity Date
shall be deferred until the Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity Date or Statutory
Extended Final Maturity Date, as applicable (the “Extension Notice”).

In the absence of receipt by the Principal Paying Agent of an Extension Notice, the
Principal Paying Agent agrees that it shall use all reasonable endeavours to procure a
confirmation from the Issuer as to whether (a) the Final Redemption Amount of the
applicable Series of Notes will be paid in full on the Maturity Date or (b) the obligation to
pay the Final Redemption Amount of the applicable Series of Notes on the Maturity Date
shall be deferred until the Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity Date or Statutory
Extended Final Maturity Date, as applicable.
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Upon receipt by the Principal Paying Agent of the Extension Notice or the confirmation
referred to in Clause 12.3 above, the Principal Paying Agent shall as soon as reasonably
practicable (and no later than one Business Day after such receipt), notify Clearstream,
Luxembourg and Euroclear as to whether (a) the Final Redemption Amount of the
applicable Series of Notes will be paid in full on the Final Maturity Date or (b) the obligation
to pay the Final Redemption Amount of the applicable Series of Notes on the Maturity Date
shall be deferred until the Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity Date or Statutory
Extended Final Maturity Date, as applicable.

For the avoidance of doubt, a failure by the Issuer to make a notification under this Clause
12 shall:

(a) not affect the validity or effectiveness of any extension of a Series of Notes under
Condition 5(a) of the Ordinary Note Conditions; and

(b) entitle the Principal Paying Agent to assume (without incurring any liability for
making such assumption) that the date for payment of the Final Redemption
Amount in respect of an applicable Series of Notes shall be deferred until the
Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity Date or Statutory Extended Final Maturity
Date, as applicable.

The provisions of this Clause 12 shall apply mutatis mutandis where the Issuer wishes to
make a partial payment of the Final Redemption Amount in respect of an applicable Series
of Notes for which the Maturity Date has been deferred until the Payment Failure Extended
Final Maturity Date or Statutory Extended Final Maturity Date, as applicable.

Regulations for Transfers of Registered Notes

Subject as provided below, the Issuer may from time to time agree with the Principal
Paying Agent and the Registrar reasonable regulations to govern the transfer and
registration of Registered Notes. The initial regulations, which shall apply until amended
under this Clause, are set out in Schedule 7. The Transfer Agents agree to comply with the
regulations as amended from time to time.

Duties of the Agents in Connection with early Redemption

If the Issuer decides to redeem any Notes for the time being outstanding before their
Maturity Date (if any) in accordance with the relevant Conditions, the Issuer shall give
notice of the decision to the Principal Paying Agent and, in the case of redemption of
Registered Notes, the Registrar, stating the date on which the Notes are to be redeemed
and the nominal amount of Notes to be redeemed not less than 15 days before the date on
which the Issuer will give notice to the Noteholders in accordance with the relevant
Conditions of the redemption in order to enable the Principal Paying Agent and, if
applicable, the Registrar to carry out its duties in this Agreement and in the relevant
Conditions.

If some only of the Notes are to be redeemed, the Principal Paying Agent shall, in the case
of Definitive Notes, make the required drawing in accordance with the relevant Conditions
but shall give the Issuer reasonable notice of the time and place proposed for the drawing
and the Issuer shall be entitled to send representatives to attend the drawing and shall, in
the case of Notes in global form, co-ordinate the selection of Notes to be redeemed with
Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg, all in accordance with the relevant Conditions.
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The Principal Paying Agent shall publish the notice required in connection with any
redemption and shall, if applicable, at the same time also publish a separate list of the
serial numbers of any Notes in definitive form previously drawn and not presented for
redemption. The redemption notice shall specify the date fixed for redemption, the
redemption amount, the manner in which redemption will be effected and, in the case of a
partial redemption of Definitive Notes, the serial numbers of the Notes to be redeemed.
The notice will be published in accordance with the relevant Conditions. The Principal
Paying Agent will also notify the other Paying Agents of any date fixed for redemption of
any Notes.

The Registrar and each Paying Agent will keep a stock of Put Notices and will make them
available on demand to holders of Definitive Notes, the relevant Conditions of which
provide for redemption at the option of Noteholders. Upon receipt of any Note deposited in
the exercise of a put option in accordance with the relevant Conditions, the Registrar or, as
the case may be, the Paying Agent with which the Note is deposited shall hold the Note
(together with any Coupons and Talons relating to it deposited with it) on behalf of the
depositing Noteholder (but shall not, save as provided below, release it) until the due date
for redemption of the relevant Note consequent upon the exercise of the option, when,
subject as provided below, it shall present the Note (and any such unmatured Coupons
and Talons) to itself for payment of the amount due together with any interest due on the
date of redemption in accordance with the relevant Conditions and shall pay those moneys
in accordance with the directions of the Noteholder contained in the relevant Put Notice. If,
prior to the due date for its redemption, the Note becomes immediately due and repayable
or if upon due presentation payment of the redemption moneys is improperly withheld or
refused, the Registrar or, as the case may be, the Paying Agent concerned shall post the
Note (together with any such Coupons and Talons) by uninsured post to, and at the risk of,
the relevant Noteholder (unless the Noteholder has otherwise requested and paid the
costs of insurance to the Registrar or, as the case may be, the relevant Paying Agent at the
time of depositing the Notes) at the address given by the Noteholder in the relevant Put
Notice. In the case of a partial redemption of Registered Notes, the Registrar shall, in
accordance with the relevant Conditions, post a new Registered Note in respect of the
balance of the Registered Notes not redeemed to the registered holder. At the end of each
period for the exercise of any put option, the Registrar and each Paying Agent shall
promptly notify the Principal Paying Agent of the principal amount of the Notes in respect of
which the option has been exercised with it together with their serial numbers and the
Principal Paying Agent shall promptly notify those details to the Issuer.

Receipt and Publication of Notices

As soon as reasonably practicable after it receives a demand or notice from any
Noteholder in accordance with the relevant Conditions, the Principal Paying Agent shall
forward a copy to the Issuer

On behalf of and at the request and expense of the Issuer, the Principal Paying Agent shall
cause to be published all notices required to be given by the Issuer to the Noteholders in
accordance with the applicable Conditions.

Cancellation of Notes, Coupons and Talons

All Notes which are redeemed, all Global Notes which are exchanged in full, all Registered
Notes which have transferred, all Coupons which are paid and all Talons which are
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exchanged shall be cancelled by the Agent by which they are redeemed, exchanged,
transferred or paid. In addition, all Notes which are purchased on behalf of the Issuer or
any of its subsidiaries and are surrendered to a Paying Agent for cancellation, together (in
the case of Definitive Bearer Notes) with all unmatured Coupons or Talons (if any) attached
to them or surrendered with them, shall be cancelled by the Agent to which they are
surrendered. Each of the Agents shall give to the Principal Paying Agent details of all
payments made by it and shall deliver all cancelled Notes, Coupons and Talons to the
Principal Paying Agent or as the Principal Paying Agent may specify.

The Principal Paying Agent shall deliver to the Issuer as soon as reasonably practicable
upon written request a certificate stating:

(a) the aggregate nominal amount of Notes which have been redeemed and the
aggregate amount paid in respect of them;

(b) the number of Notes cancelled together (in the case of Bearer Notes in definitive
form) with details of all unmatured Coupons or Talons attached to them or delivered
with them;

(c) the aggregate amount paid in respect of interest on the Notes;
(d) the total number by maturity date of Coupons and Talons cancelled; and
(e) (in the case of Definitive Notes) the serial numbers of the Notes.

The Principal Paying Agent shall destroy all cancelled Notes, Coupons and Talons and,
immediately following their destruction, send to the Issuer a certificate stating the serial
numbers of the Notes (in the case of Notes in definitive form) and the number by maturity
date of Coupons and Talons destroyed.

Without prejudice to the obligations of the Principal Paying Agent under Clause 16.2, the
Principal Paying Agent shall keep a full and complete record of all Notes, Coupons and
Talons (other than serial numbers of Coupons) and of their redemption, purchase on behalf
of the Issuer or any of its subsidiaries and cancellation, payment or replacement (as the
case may be) and of all replacement Notes, Coupons or Talons issued in substitution for
mutilated, defaced, destroyed, lost or stolen Notes, Coupons or Talons. The Principal
Paying Agent shall in respect of the Coupons of each maturity retain (in the case of
Coupons other than Talons) until the expiry of ten years from the Relevant Date in respect
of such Coupons and (in the case of Talons) indefinitely either all paid or exchanged
Coupons of that maturity or a list of the serial numbers of Coupons of that maturity still
remaining unpaid or unexchanged. The Principal Paying Agent shall at all reasonable
times make the record available to the Issuer and any persons authorised by it for
inspection and for the taking of copies of it or extracts from it.

Issue of Replacement Notes, Coupons and Talons

The Issuer will cause a sufficient quantity of additional forms of (a) Bearer Notes, Coupons
and Talons to be available, upon request, to the Principal Paying Agent at its specified
office for the purpose of issuing replacement Bearer Notes, Coupons and Talons as
provided below and (b) Registered Notes, to be available, upon request, to the Registrar at
its specified office for the purpose of issuing replacement Registered Notes as provided
below.
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The Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar will, subject to and in accordance with the
relevant Conditions and this Clause, cause to be delivered any replacement Notes,
Coupons and Talons which the Issuer may determine to issue in place of Notes, Coupons
and Talons which have been lost, stolen, mutilated, defaced or destroyed.

In the case of a mutilated or defaced Bearer Note, the Principal Paying Agent shall ensure
that (unless otherwise covered by such indemnity as the Issuer may reasonably require)
any replacement Bearer Note will only have attached to it Coupons and Talons
corresponding to those (if any) attached to the mutilated or defaced Note which is
presented for replacement.

The Principal Paying Agent or the Registrar as the case may be, shall obtain verification in
the case of an allegedly lost, stolen or destroyed Note, Coupon or Talon in respect of which
the serial number is known, that the Note, Coupon or Talon has not previously been
redeemed, paid or exchanged, as the case may be. Neither the Principal Paying Agent nor,
as the case may be, the Registrar shall issue any replacement Note, Coupon or Talon
unless and until the claimant shall have:

(a) paid the costs and expenses incurred in connection with the issue;

(b) provided it with such evidence and indemnity as the Issuer may reasonably require;
and

(c) in the case of any mutilated or defaced Note, Coupon or Talon, surrendered it to
the Principal Paying Agent or, as the case may be, the Registrar.

The Principal Paying Agent or, as the case may be, the Registrar shall cancel any
mutilated or defaced Notes, Coupons and Talons in respect of which replacement Notes,
Coupons and Talons have been issued under this Clause and shall furnish the Issuer with
a certificate stating the serial numbers of the Notes, Coupons and Talons cancelled and,
unless otherwise instructed by the Issuer in writing, shall destroy the cancelled Notes,
Coupons and Talons and give to the Issuer upon written request a destruction certificate
containing the information specified in Clause 16.3.

The Principal Paying Agent or, as the case may be, the Registrar shall, on issuing any
replacement Note, Coupon or Talon, as soon as reasonably practicable inform the Issuer
and the other Agents of the serial number of the replacement Note, Coupon or Talon
issued and (if known) of the serial number of the Note, Coupon or Talon in place of which
the replacement Note, Coupon or Talon has been issued. Whenever replacement Coupons
or Talons are issued, the Principal Paying Agent or, as the case may be, the Registrar shall
also notify the other Agents of the maturity dates of the lost, stolen, mutilated, defaced or
destroyed Coupons or Talons and of the replacement Coupons or Talons issued.

The Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar shall keep a full and complete record of all
replacement Notes, Coupons and Talons issued and shall make the record available at all
reasonable times to the Issuer and any persons authorised by it for inspection and for the
taking of copies of it or extracts from it.

Whenever any Bearer Note, Coupon or Talon for which a replacement Bearer Note,
Coupon or Talon has been issued and in respect of which the serial number is known is
presented to a Paying Agent for payment, the relevant Paying Agent shall as soon as
reasonably practicable send notice of that fact to the Issuer and the other Paying Agents.
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The Paying Agents shall issue further Coupon sheets against surrender of Talons. A Talon
so surrendered shall be cancelled by the relevant Paying Agent who (except where the
Paying Agent is the Principal Paying Agent) shall inform the Principal Paying Agent of its
serial number. Further Coupon sheets issued on surrender of Talons shall carry the same
serial number as the surrendered Talon.

Copies of Documents available for Inspection

Each Paying Agent shall hold available for inspection at its specified office during normal
business hours copies of all documents required to be so available by the relevant
Conditions of any Notes or the rules of any relevant Stock Exchange (or any other relevant
authority). For these purposes, the Issuer shall provide the Paying Agents with sufficient
copies of each of the relevant documents.

Meetings of Ordinary Noteholders

The provisions of Schedule 5 shall apply to meetings of the Ordinary Noteholders and shall
have effect in the same manner as if set out in this Agreement.

Without prejudice to Clause 19.1, each of the Paying Agents on the request of any holder
of Bearer Notes shall issue voting certificates and block voting instructions in accordance
with Schedule 5 and shall as soon as reasonably practicable give notice to the Issuer in
writing of any revocation or amendment of a block voting instruction. Each of the Paying
Agents will keep a full and complete record of all voting certificates and block voting
instructions issued by it and will, not less than 24 hours before the time appointed for
holding a meeting or adjourned meeting, deposit at such place as the Principal Paying
Agent shall approve, full particulars of all voting certificates and block voting instructions
issued by it in respect of the meeting or adjourned meeting.

Commissions and Expenses

The Issuer agrees to pay to the Principal Paying Agent such fees and commissions as the
Issuer and the Principal Paying Agent shall separately agree in respect of the services of
the Agents under this Agreement together with any out of pocket expenses (including legal,
printing, postage, fax, cable and advertising expenses) incurred by the Agents in
connection with their services.

The Principal Paying Agent will make payment of the fees and commissions due under this
Agreement to the other Agents and will reimburse their expenses promptly after the receipt
of the relevant moneys from the Issuer. The Issuer shall not be responsible for any
payment or reimbursement by the Principal Paying Agent to the other Agents.

Indemnity

The Issuer shall indemnify each of the Agents, against any losses, liabilities, costs, claims,
actions, demands or expenses (together, “Losses”) (including, but not limited to, all costs,
legal fees, charges and expenses (together, “Expenses”) properly incurred in disputing or
defending any Losses) which it may incur or which may be made against it as a result of or
in connection with its appointment or the exercise of its powers and duties under this
Agreement except for any Losses or Expenses resulting from its own default, negligence
or bad faith or that of its officers, directors or employees.
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Each of the Agent and the Registrar shall severally indemnify the Issuer against any
Losses, (including, but not limited to, all Expenses properly incurred in disputing or
defending any Losses) which the Issuer may incur or which may be made against the
Issuer as a result of that Agent’s default, negligence or bad faith or that of its officers,
directors or employees.

In no circumstances will an Agent be liable to the Issuer or to any other party to this
Agreement for losses which are not a reasonably foreseeable consequence of an act or
omission of the relevant Agent. For the avoidance of doubt, loss of business, goodwill,
opportunity or profit shall not be a reasonably foreseeable consequence for the purposes
of this Clause, even if an Agent is advised of the possibility of such loss.

The indemnities set out above shall survive any termination of this Agreement.

Responsibility of the Agents

No Agent shall be responsible to anyone with respect to the validity of this Agreement or
the Notes or Coupons or for any act or omission by it in connection with this Agreement or
any Note or Coupon except for its own negligence, default or bad faith, including that of its
officers and employees.

No Agent shall have any duty or responsibility in the case of any default by the Issuer in
the performance of its obligations under the relevant Conditions or, in the case of receipt of
a written demand from a Noteholder or Couponholder, with respect to such default,
provided however that as soon as reasonably practicable on receiving any notice given by
a Noteholder in accordance with the applicable Conditions, the Principal Paying Agent
notifies the Issuer of the fact and furnishes it with a copy of the notice.

Whenever in the performance of its duties under this Agreement an Agent shall deem it
desirable that any matter be established by the Issuer prior to taking or suffering any action
under this Agreement, the matter may be deemed to be conclusively established by a
certificate signed by the Issuer and delivered to the Agent and the certificate shall be a full
authorisation to the Agent for any action taken or suffered in good faith by it under the
provisions of this Agreement in reliance upon the certificate.

Notwithstanding anything else herein contained, the Agents may refrain without liability
from doing anything that would or might in its opinion be contrary to any law of any state or
jurisdiction (including but not limited to Norway, the United States of America or any
jurisdiction forming a part of it and England & Wales) or any directive or regulation of any
agency of any such state or jurisdiction or which would or might otherwise render it liable to
any person or cause it to act in a manner which might prejudice its interests and may
without liability do anything which is, in its opinion, necessary to comply with any such law,
directive or regulation.

Conditions of Appointment

Each Agent shall be entitled to deal with money paid to it by the Issuer for the purpose of
this Agreement in the same manner as other money paid to a banker by its customers
except:

(a) that it shall not exercise any right of set-off, lien or similar claim in respect of the
money; and
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(b) that it shall not be liable to account to the Issuer for any interest on the money.

In acting under this Agreement and in connection with the Notes, each Agent shall act
solely as an agent of the Issuer and will not assume any fiduciary duty or other obligations
towards or relationship of agency or trust for or with any of the owners or holders of the
Notes, Coupons or Talons.

Each Agent undertakes to the Issuer to perform its duties, and shall be obliged to perform
the duties and only the duties, specifically stated in this Agreement (including Schedule 8
in the case of the Principal Paying Agent), the applicable Conditions and the Procedures
Memorandum, and no implied duties or obligations shall be read into any of those
documents against any Agent, other than the duty to act honestly and in good faith and to
exercise the diligence of a reasonably prudent agent in comparable circumstances. Each
of the Paying Agents (other than the Agent) agrees that if any information that is required
by the Agent to perform the duties set out in Schedule 8 becomes known to it, it will
promptly provide such information to the Agent.

The Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar may consult with legal and other professional
advisers and the opinion of the advisers shall be full and complete protection in respect of
any action taken, omitted or suffered under this Agreement in good faith and in accordance
with the opinion of the advisers.

Each Agent shall be protected and shall incur no liability in respect of any action taken,
omitted or suffered in reliance on any instruction from the Issuer or any document which it
reasonably believes to be genuine and to have been delivered by the proper party or on
written instructions from the Issuer.

Any Agent, and its officers, directors and employees may become the owner of, and/or
acquire any interest in, any Notes, Coupons or Talons with the same rights that it or he
would have had if the Agent concerned were not appointed under this Agreement, and may
engage or be interested in any financial or other transaction with the Issuer and may act
on, or as depositary, trustee or agent for, any committee or body of holders of Notes or
Coupons or in connection with any other obligations of the Issuer as freely as if the Agent
were not appointed under this Agreement.

The Issuer shall provide the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar with a certified copy
of the list of persons authorised to execute documents and take action on its behalf in
connection with this Agreement and shall notify the Principal Paying Agent and the
Registrar immediately in writing if any of those persons ceases to be authorised or if any
additional person becomes authorised together, in the case of an additional authorised
person, with evidence satisfactory to the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar that the
person has been authorised.

Except as ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction or as required by law or applicable
regulations, the Issuer and each of the Agents shall be entitled to treat the bearer of any
Bearer Note or Coupon and the registered holder of any Registered Note as the absolute
owner of it (whether or not it is overdue and notwithstanding any notice of ownership or
writing on it or notice of any previous loss or theft of it).

The amount of the Programme may be increased by the Issuer in accordance with the
procedure set out in the Programme Agreement. Upon any increase being effected, all
references in this Agreement to the amount of the Programme shall be deemed to be
references to the increased amount.
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not be held in accordance with the Client Money Rules and, in the event that any Agent
becomes insolvent, the client money distribution rules will not apply and so the Issuer will
not be entitled to share in any distribution under the client money distribution rules. In
particular, the Agents shall not segregate their money from the Issuers’ and they shall not
be liable to account to the Issuer for any profits made by the Agents’ use as banker of such
funds.

Communications between the Parties

A copy of all communications relating to the subject matter of this Agreement between the
Issuer, any Agent (other than the Principal Paying Agent) and the Registrar shall be sent to
the Principal Paying Agent.

Changes in Agents

The Issuer agrees that, for so long as any Note is outstanding, or until moneys for the
payment of all amounts in respect of all outstanding Notes have been made available to
the Principal Paying Agent and have been returned to the Issuer as provided in this
Agreement:

(a) so long as any Notes are listed on any Stock Exchange, there will at all times be a
Paying Agent, which may be the Principal Paying Agent, and a Transfer Agent,
which may be the Registrar, with a specified office in the place required by the
rules and regulations of the relevant Stock Exchange or any other relevant
authority;

(b) there will at all times be a Principal Paying Agent and a Registrar; and

(c) there will at all times be a Paying Agent in a jurisdiction within Continental Europe
or the United Kingdom, other than the jurisdiction in which the Issuer is
incorporated.

In addition, the Issuer shall immediately appoint a Paying Agent having a specified office in
New York City in the circumstances described in Condition 4(e) (Payments - General
provisions applicable to payments). Any variation, termination, appointment or change shall
only take effect (other than in the case of insolvency (as provided in Clause 25.1, when it
shall be of immediate effect) after not less than 30 nor more than 45 days’ prior notice shall
have been given to the Noteholders in accordance with the relevant Conditions.

Each of the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar may (subject as provided in Clause
25.4) at any time resign by giving at least 90 days’ written notice to the Issuer specifying
the date on which its resignation shall become effective.

Each of the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar may (subject as provided in Clause
25.4) be removed at any time by the Issuer on at least 45 days’ notice in writing from the
Issuer specifying the date when the removal shall become effective.

Any resignation under Clause 25.2 or removal of the Principal Paying Agent or the
Registrar under Clause 25.3 shall only take effect upon the appointment by the Issuer of a
successor Principal Paying Agent or Registrar, as the case may be, and (other than in
cases of insolvency of the Principal Paying Agent or the Registrar, as the case may be) on
the expiry of the notice to be given under Clause 27. The Issuer agrees with the Principal
Paying Agent and the Registrar that if, by the day falling 10 days before the expiry of any
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notice under Clause 25.2, the Issuer has not appointed a successor Principal Paying Agent
or Registrar, as the case may be, then the Principal Paying Agent or the Registrar, as the
case may be, shall be entitled, on behalf of the Issuer, to appoint as a successor Principal
Paying Agent or Registrar, as the case may be, in its place a reputable financial institution
of good standing.

In case at any time any Agent resigns, or is removed, or becomes incapable of acting or is
adjudged bankrupt or insolvent, or files a voluntary petition in bankruptcy or makes an
assignment for the benefit of its creditors or consents to the appointment of an
administrator, liquidator or administrative or other receiver of all or a substantial part of its
property, or admits in writing its inability to pay or meet its debts as they mature or
suspends payment of its debts, or if any order of any court is entered approving any
petition filed by or against it under the provisions of any applicable bankruptcy or
insolvency law or if a receiver of it or of all or a substantial part of its property is appointed
or if any officer takes charge or control of it or of its property or affairs for the purpose of
rehabilitation, conservation or liquidation, a successor Agent which shall be a reputable
financial institution of good standing may be appointed by the Issuer. Upon the
appointment of a successor Agent and acceptance by it of its appointment and (other than
in case of insolvency of the Agent when it shall be of immediate effect) upon expiry of the
notice to be given under Clause 27, the Agent so superseded shall cease to be an Agent
under this Agreement.

Subject to Clause 25.1, the Issuer may, after prior consultation with the Principal Paying
Agent, terminate the appointment of any of the other Agents at any time and/or appoint one
or more further or other Agents by giving to the Principal Paying Agent and to the relevant
other Agent at least 45 days’ notice in writing to that effect (other than in the case of
insolvency).

Subject to Clause 25.1, all or any of the Agents (other than the Principal Paying Agent or
the Registrar) may resign their respective appointments under this Agreement at any time
by giving the Issuer and the Principal Paying Agent at least 45 days’ written notice to that
effect.

Upon its resignation or removal becoming effective, an Agent shall:

(a) in the case of the Principal Paying Agent and the Registrar, as soon as reasonably
practicable transfer all moneys and records held by it under this Agreement to the
successor Agent; and

(b) be entitled to the payment by the Issuer of the commissions, fees and expenses
payable in respect of its services under this Agreement before termination in
accordance with the terms of Clause 20.

Upon its appointment becoming effective, a successor or new Agent shall, without any
further action, become vested with all the authority, rights, powers, duties and obligations
of its predecessor or, as the case may be, an Agent with the same effect as if originally
named as an Agent under this Agreement.

Merger and Consolidation

Any corporation into which any Agent may be merged or converted, or any corporation with
which an Agent may be consolidated, or any corporation resulting from any merger,
conversion or consolidation to which an Agent shall be a party, or any corporation to which
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an Agent shall sell or otherwise transfer all or substantially all of its assets shall, on the
date when the merger, conversion, consolidation or transfer becomes effective and to the
extent permitted by any applicable laws, become the successor Agent under this
Agreement without the execution or filing of any paper or any further act on the part of the
parties to this Agreement, unless otherwise required by the Issuer and after the said
effective date all references in this Agreement to the relevant Agent shall be deemed to be
references to such successor corporation. Written notice of any such merger, conversion,
consolidation or transfer shall as soon as reasonably practicable be given to the Issuer by
the relevant Agent.

Notification of Changes to Agents

Following receipt of notice of resignation from an Agent and immediately after appointing a
successor or new Agent or on giving notice to terminate the appointment of any Agent, the
Principal Paying Agent (on behalf of and at the expense of the Issuer) shall give or cause
to be given not more than 45 days’ nor less than 30 days’ notice of the fact to the
Noteholders in accordance with the applicable Conditions.

Change of Specified Office

If any Agent determines to change its specified office it shall give to the Issuer and the
Principal Paying Agent written notice of that fact giving the address of the new specified
office which shall be in the same city and stating the date on which the change is to take
effect, which shall not be less than 45 days after the notice. The Principal Paying Agent (on
behalf and at the expense of the Issuer) shall within 15 days of receipt of the notice (unless
the appointment of the relevant Agent is to terminate pursuant to Clause 25 on or prior to
the date of the change) give or cause to be given not more than 45 days’ nor less than
30 days’ notice of the change to the Noteholders in accordance with the relevant
Conditions.

Communications

All communications shall be by fax, electronic communication or letter delivered by hand or
(but only where specifically provided in the Procedures Memorandum) by telephone. Each
communication shall be made to the relevant party at the fax number, electronic
communication or address or telephone number and, in the case of a communication by
fax, electronic communication or letter, marked for the attention of, or (in the case of a
communication by telephone) made to, the person or department from time to time
specified in writing by that party to the others for the purpose. The initial telephone number,
electronic communication details, fax number and person or department so specified by
each party are set out in the Procedures Memorandum.

A communication shall be deemed received (if by electronic communication or fax) when
an acknowledgement of receipt is received, (if by telephone) when made or (if by letter)
when delivered, in each case in the manner required by this Clause. However, if a
communication is received after business hours on any business day or on a day which is
not a business day in the place of receipt it shall be deemed to be received and become
effective at the opening of business on the next business day in the place of receipt. Every
communication shall be irrevocable save in respect of any manifest error in it.

Any notice given under or in connection with this Agreement shall be in English. All other
documents provided under or in connection with this Agreement shall be:
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(a) in English; or

(b) if not in English, accompanied by a certified English translation and, in this case,
the English translation shall prevail unless the document is a statutory or other
official document.

Taxes and Stamp Duties

The Issuer agrees to pay any and all stamp and other documentary taxes or duties which
may be payable in connection with the execution, delivery, performance and enforcement
of this Agreement.

Currency Indemnity

If, under any applicable law and whether pursuant to a judgment being made or registered
against the Issuer or in the liquidation, insolvency or any similar process of the Issuer or for
any other reason, any payment under or in connection with this Agreement is made or falls
to be satisfied in a currency (the “other currency”) other than that in which the relevant
payment is expressed to be due (the “required currency”) under this Agreement, then, to
the extent that the payment (when converted into the required currency at the rate of
exchange on the date of payment or, if it is not practicable for the relevant Agent to
purchase the required currency with the other currency on the date of payment, at the rate
of exchange as soon thereafter as it is practicable for it to do so or, in the case of a
liquidation, insolvency or analogous process, at the rate of exchange on the latest date
permitted by applicable law for the determination of liabilities in such liquidation, insolvency
or analogous process) actually received by the relevant Agent falls short of the amount due
under the terms of this Agreement, the Issuer undertakes that it shall, as a separate and
independent obligation, indemnify and hold harmless the Agent against the amount of the
shortfall. For the purpose of this Clause, “rate of exchange” means the rate at which the
relevant Agent is able on the London foreign exchange market on the relevant date to
purchase the required currency with the other currency and shall take into account any
premium and other reasonable costs of exchange.

Right to demand information
The Issuer undertakes to Citi that:

(a) it will provide to Citi all documentation and other information required by Citi from
time to time to comply with its obligations under FATCA forthwith upon request by
Citi; and

(b) it will notify Citi in writing within 30 days of any relevant change that affects the
Issuer's tax status for FATCA purposes.

Each party hereto shall, within ten business days of a written request by another party,
supply to that other party such forms, documentation and other information relating to it, its
operations, or any Notes as that other party reasonably requests for the purposes of that
other party's compliance with applicable law; provided, however, that no party shall be
required to provide any forms, documentation or other information pursuant to this Clause
32.2 to the extent that: (i) any such form, documentation or other information (or the
information required to be provided on such form or documentation) is not reasonably
available to such party and cannot be obtained by such party using reasonable efforts; or
(ii) doing so would or might in the reasonable opinion of such party constitute a breach of
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any: (a) applicable law; (b) fiduciary duty; or (c) duty of confidentiality. The party receiving
information shall treat such information as confidential. For the purposes of this Clause
32.2, “applicable law” shall be deemed to include (i) any rule or practice of any authority
by which any party is bound or with which it is accustomed to comply; (ii) any agreement
between any authorities; and (iii) any agreement between any authority and any party that
is customarily entered into by institutions of a similar nature.

Amendments

The Principal Paying Agent and the Issuer may agree, without the consent of the
Noteholders, to:

(a) any modification of this Agreement which, in the opinion of the Issuer, is not
prejudicial to the interests of any Noteholder; or

(b) any modification of this Agreement which is:

(i) of a formal, minor or technical nature; or
(ii) is made to correct a manifest or proven error; or
(iii) is made to comply with mandatory provisions of the law.

Any such modification or agreement shall be binding on the Noteholders, and any such
modification shall be notified to the Noteholders in accordance with the relevant Conditions
as soon as practicable thereafter.

Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999

A person who is not a party to this Agreement has no right under the Contracts (Rights of
Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this Agreement, but this does not affect any
right or remedy of a third party which exists or is available apart from that Act.

Governing Law and Submission to Jurisdiction

This Agreement and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with it
shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law.

Each of the Issuer and Banque Internationale a Luxembourg, Société Anonyme (“BIL”)
irrevocably agrees for the benefit of the Agents that the courts of England are to have
jurisdiction to settle any disputes which may arise out of or in connection with this
Agreement (including any dispute relating to any non-contractual obligations arising out of
or in connection with this Agreement) and that accordingly any suit, action or proceedings
(together referred to as “Proceedings”) arising out of or in connection with this Agreement
(including any Proceedings relating to any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in
connection with this Agreement) may be brought in such courts.

Each of the Issuer and BIL irrevocably waives any objection which it may have to the laying
of the venue of any Proceedings in any such courts and any claim that any such
Proceedings have been brought in an inconvenient forum and further irrevocably agrees
that a judgment in any Proceedings brought in the English courts shall be conclusive and
binding upon it and may be enforced in the courts of any other jurisdiction.

Nothing contained in this Clause 35 shall limit any right to take Proceedings against the
Issuer or BIL in any other court of competent jurisdiction, nor shall the taking of
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Proceedings in one or more jurisdictions preclude the taking of Proceedings in any other
jurisdiction, whether concurrently or not.

The Issuer appoints Hackwood Secretaries Limited at its registered office at One Silk
Street, London, EC2Y 8HQ, England as its agent for service of process in England, and
undertakes that, in the event of Hackwood Secretaries Limited ceasing so to act or ceasing
to be registered in England, it will appoint another person as agent for service of process in
England in respect of any Proceedings. Nothing herein shall affect the right to serve
proceedings in any other manner permitted by law.

Each of the Issuer and BIL irrevocably and unconditionally waives with respect to this
Agreement any right to claim sovereign or other immunity from jurisdiction or execution
and any similar defence and irrevocably and unconditionally consents to the giving of any
relief or the issue of any process, including without limitation, the making, enforcement or
execution against any property whatsoever (irrespective of its use or intended use) of any
order or judgement made or given in connection with any Proceedings.

Article 55 Contractual Recognition of EU Bail-In Powers

Notwithstanding and to the exclusion of any other term of this Agreement or any other
agreements, arrangements, or understanding between the Agents and the Issuer, each
party to this Agreement acknowledges and accepts that any BRRD Liability arising under
this Agreement may be subject to the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant
Resolution Authority, and acknowledges, accepts, and agrees to be bound by:

36.1.1 the effect of the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant Resolution Authority in
relation to any BRRD Liability of a BRRD Party (the “Relevant BRRD Party”)
under this Agreement, that (without limitation) may include and result in any of the
following, or some combination thereof:

(i) the conversion of all, or a portion, of the BRRD Liability into shares, other
securities or other obligations of the Relevant BRRD Party or another
person, and the issue to or conferral on it in respect of such BRRD Liability
of such shares, securities or obligations;

(iii) the cancellation of the BRRD Liability;

(iv) the amendment or alteration of any interest, if applicable, thereon, the
maturity or the dates on which any payments are due, including by
suspending payment for a temporary period; and

36.1.2 the variation of the terms of this Agreement, as deemed necessary by the Relevant
Resolution Authority, to give effect to the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant
Resolution Authority.

For the purposes of this Clause 36:

“Bail-in Legislation” means in relation to a member state of the European Economic Area
which has implemented, or which at any time implements, the BRRD, the relevant
implementing law, regulation, rule or requirement as described in the EU Bail-in Legislation
Schedule from time to time;
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“Bail-in Powers” means any Write-down and Conversion Powers as defined in the EU
Bail-in Legislation Schedule, in relation to the relevant Bail-in Legislation;

‘BRRD” means Directive 2014/59/EU establishing a framework for the recovery and
resolution of credit institutions and investment firms;

“‘BRRD Party” means a party to this Agreement whose liabilities under this Agreement may
be subject to the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant Resolution Authority;

‘BRRD Liability” means a liability in respect of which the relevant Write Down and
Conversion Powers in the applicable Bail-in Legislation may be exercised;

“EU Bail-in Legislation Schedule” means the document described as such, then in effect,
and published by the Loan Market Association (or any successor person) from time to time
at http://www.Ima.eu.com/pages.aspx?p=499; and

“‘Relevant Resolution Authority” means the resolution authority with the ability to
exercise any Bail-in Powers in relation to the Relevant BRRD Party under this Agreement.

Counterparts

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, and this has the same
effect as if the signatures on the counterparts were on a single copy of this Agreement.

Whole Agreement

This Agreement contains the whole agreement between the parties relating to the subject
matter of this Agreement at the date of this Agreement to the exclusion of any terms
implied by law which may be excluded by contract and supersedes any previous written or
oral agreement between the Parties in relation to the matters dealt with in this Agreement.
Each Party acknowledges that it has not been induced to enter into this Agreement by any
representation, warranty or undertaking not expressly incorporated into it. So far as is
permitted by law and except in the case of fraud, each Party agrees and acknowledges
that its only right and remedy in relation to any representation, warranty or undertaking
made or given in connection with this Agreement shall be for breach of the terms of this
Agreement to the exclusion of all other rights and remedies (including those in tort or
arising under statute).

Appointment of the Calculation Agent

The agreement of the parties that this Agreement is to apply to each Series of
Relevant Notes shall be evidenced by the manuscript annotation and signature in
counterpart of the Schedule.

Duties of Calculation Agent

The Calculation Agent shall in relation to each series of Relevant Notes (each a “Series”)
perform all the functions and duties imposed on the Calculation Agent by the terms and
conditions of the Relevant Notes (the “Conditions”) including endorsing the Schedule
appropriately in relation to each Series of Relevant Notes.

Expenses

The arrangements in relation to expenses will be separately agreed in relation to each
issue of Relevant Notes.

Indemnity

The Issuer shall indemnify the Calculation Agent against any losses, liabilities, costs,
claims, actions, demands or expenses (together, “Losses”) (including, but not limited to, all
costs, legal fees, charges and expenses (together, “Expenses”) paid or incurred in
disputing or defending any Losses) which it may incur or which may be made against it as
a result of or in connection with its appointment or the exercise of its powers and duties
under this Agreement except for any Losses or Expenses resulting from its own default,
negligence or bad faith or that of its officers, directors or employees.

The Calculation Agent shall indemnify the Issuer against any Losses (including, but not
limited to, all Expenses paid or incurred in disputing or defending any Losses) which the
Issuer may incur or which may be made against the Issuer as a result of the Calculation
Agent’s default, negligence or bad faith or that of its officers, directors or employees.
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6.2

Conditions of Appointment

In acting under this Agreement and in connection with the Relevant Notes, the Calculation
Agent shall act solely as an agent of the Issuer and will not assume any obligations
towards or relationship of agency or trust for or with any of the owners or holders of the
Relevant Notes or the coupons (if any) appertaining to the Relevant Notes (the
“Coupons”).

In relation to each issue of Relevant Notes, the Calculation Agent shall be obliged to
perform the duties and only the duties specifically stated in this Agreement and the
Conditions and no implied duties or obligations shall be read into this Agreement or the
Conditions against the Calculation Agent, other than the duty to act honestly and in good
faith and to exercise the diligence of a reasonably prudent expert in comparable
circumstances.

The Calculation Agent may consult with legal and other professional advisers and the
opinion of the advisers shall be full and complete protection in respect of any action taken,
omitted or suffered under this Agreement in good faith and in accordance with the opinion
of the advisers.

The Calculation Agent shall be protected and shall incur no liability in respect of any action
taken, omitted or suffered in reliance on any instruction from the Issuer or any document
which it reasonably believes to be genuine and to have been delivered by the proper party
or on written instructions from the Issuer.

The Calculation Agent and any of its officers, directors and employees may become the
owner of, or acquire any interest in, any Notes or Coupons (if any) with the same rights
that it or he would have had if the Calculation Agent were not appointed under this
Agreement, and may engage or be interested in any financial or other transaction with the
Issuer and may act on, or as depositary, trustee or agent for, any committee or body of
holders of Notes or Coupons or in connection with any other obligations of the Issuer as
freely as if the Calculation Agent were not appointed under this Agreement.

Termination of Appointment

The Issuer may terminate the appointment of the Calculation Agent at any time by giving to
the Calculation Agent at least 45 days’ prior written notice to that effect, provided that, so
long as any of the Relevant Notes is outstanding:

(a) the notice shall not expire less than 45 days before any date on which any
calculation is due to be made in respect of any Relevant Notes; and

(b) notice shall be given in accordance with the Conditions to the holders of the
Relevant Notes at least 30 days before any removal of the Calculation Agent.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Clause 6.1, if at any time:

(a) the Calculation Agent becomes incapable of acting, or is adjudged bankrupt or
insolvent, or files a voluntary petition in bankruptcy or makes an assignment for the
benefit of its creditors or consents to the appointment of an administrator, liquidator
or administrative or other receiver of all or any substantial part of its property, or
admits in writing its inability to pay or meet its debts as they may mature or
suspends payment of its debts, or if any order of any court is entered approving
any petition filed by or against it under the provisions of any applicable bankruptcy
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or insolvency law or if a receiver of it or of all or a substantial part of its property is
appointed or if any officer takes charge or control of the Calculation Agent or of its
property or affairs for the purpose of rehabilitation, conservation or liquidation; or

(b) the Calculation Agent fails duly to perform any function or duty imposed on it by the
Conditions and this Agreement,

the Issuer may immediately without notice terminate the appointment of the Calculation
Agent, in which event notice of the termination shall be given to the holders of the Relevant
Notes in accordance with the Conditions as soon as practicable.

The termination of the appointment of the Calculation Agent under Clause 6.1 or 6.2 shall
not entitle the Calculation Agent to any amount by way of compensation but shall be
without prejudice to any amount then accrued due.

The Calculation Agent may resign its appointment under this Agreement at any time by
giving to the Issuer at least 90 days’ prior written notice to that effect. Following receipt of a
notice of resignation from the Calculation Agent, the Issuer shall promptly give notice of the
resignation to the holders of the Relevant Notes in accordance with the Conditions.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Clauses 6.1, 6.2 and 6.4, so long as any of the Relevant
Notes is outstanding, the termination of the appointment of the Calculation Agent (whether
by the Issuer or by the resignation of the Calculation Agent) shall not be effective unless
upon the expiry of the relevant notice a successor Calculation Agent has been appointed.
The Issuer agrees with the Calculation Agent that if, by the day falling 10 days before the
expiry of any notice under Clause 6.4, the Issuer has not appointed a replacement
Calculation Agent, the Calculation Agent shall be entitled, on behalf of the Issuer, to
appoint as a successor Calculation Agent in its place a reputable financial institution of
good standing.

Upon its appointment becoming effective, a successor Calculation Agent shall without
further action, become vested with all the authority, rights, powers, duties and obligations
of its predecessor with the same effect as if originally named as the Calculation Agent
under this Agreement.

If the appointment of the Calculation Agent under this Agreement is terminated (whether by
the Issuer or by the resignation of the Calculation Agent), the Calculation Agent shall on
the date on which the termination takes effect deliver to the successor Calculation Agent
any records concerning the Relevant Notes maintained by it (except those documents and
records which it is obliged by law or regulation to retain or not to release), but shall have no
other duties or responsibilities under this Agreement.

Any corporation into which the Calculation Agent may be merged or converted, or any
corporation with which the Calculation Agent may be consolidated, or any corporation
resulting from any merger, conversion or consolidation to which the Calculation Agent shall
be a party, or any corporation to which the Calculation Agent shall sell or otherwise transfer
all or substantially all of its assets shall, on the date when the merger, consolidation or
transfer becomes effective and to the extent permitted by any applicable laws, become the
successor Calculation Agent under this Agreement without the execution or filing of any
paper or any further act on the part of any of the parties to this Agreement, unless
otherwise required by the Issuer, and after the said effective date all references in this
Agreement to the Calculation Agent shall be deemed to be references to such successor
corporation. Written notice of any such merger, conversion, consolidation or transfer shall
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immediately be given to the Issuer and the Principal Paying Agent by the Calculation
Agent.

Communications

All communications shall be by electronic communication, fax or letter delivered by hand.
Each communication shall be made to the relevant party at the electronic communication
details, fax number or address and marked for the attention of the person or department
from time to time specified in writing by that party to the others for the purpose. The
electronic communication details, initial fax number and person or department so specified
by each party are set out in the Procedures Memorandum or, in the case of the Calculation
Agent, on the signature page of this Agreement.

A communication shall be deemed received (if by electronic communication or fax) when
an acknowledgement of receipt is received or (if by letter) when delivered, in each case in
the manner required by this Clause. However, if a communication is received after
business hours on any business day or on a day which is not a business day in the place
of receipt it shall be deemed to be received and become effective at the opening of
business on the next business day in the place of receipt. Every communication shall be
irrevocable save in respect of any manifest error in it.

Any notice given under or in connection with this Agreement shall be in English. All other
documents provided under or in connection with this Agreement shall be:

(a) in English; or

(b) if not in English, accompanied by a certified English translation and, in this case,
the English translation shall prevail unless the document is a statutory or other
official document.

Descriptive Headings and Counterparts

The descriptive headings in this Agreement are for convenience of reference only and shall
not define or limit the provisions hereof.

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, and this has the same
effect as if the signatures on the counterparts were on a single copy of this Agreement.
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Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999

A person who is not a party to this Agreement has no right under the Contracts (Rights of
Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of this Agreement, but this does not affect any
right or remedy of a third party which exists or is available apart from that Act.

Governing Law and Submission to Jurisdiction

This Agreement and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with it
are governed by, and shall be and construed in accordance with, the laws of England.

The lIssuer irrevocably agrees for the benefit of the Calculation Agent that the courts of
England are to have jurisdiction to settle any disputes which may arise out of or in
connection with this Agreement (including any dispute relating to any non-contractual
obligations arising out of or in connection with this Agreement) and that accordingly any
suit, action or proceedings (together referred to as Proceedings) arising out of or in
connection with this Agreement (including any Proceedings relating to any non-contractual
obligations arising out of or in connection with this Agreement) may be brought in such
courts.

The Issuer irrevocably waives any objection which it may have to the laying of the venue of
any Proceedings in any such courts and any claim that any Proceedings have been
brought in an inconvenient forum and further irrevocably agrees that a judgment in any
Proceedings brought in the English courts shall be conclusive and binding upon it and may
be enforced in the courts of any other jurisdiction.

Nothing contained in this Clause shall limit any right to take Proceedings against the Issuer
in any other court of competent jurisdiction, nor shall the taking of Proceedings in one or
more jurisdictions preclude the taking of Proceedings in any other jurisdiction, whether
concurrently or not.

The Issuer appoints Hackwood Secretaries Limited at its registered office for the time
being at One Silk Street, London, EC2Y 8HQ, England as its agent for service of process,
and undertakes that, in the event of Hackwood Secretaries Limited ceasing so to act or
ceasing to be registered in England, it will appoint another person, as the Calculation
Agent may approve, as its agent for the service of process in England in respect of any
Proceedings. Nothing in this Clause shall affect the right to serve process in any other
manner permitted by law.

The Issuer irrevocably and unconditionally waives with respect to this Agreement any right
to claim sovereign or other immunity from jurisdiction or execution and any similar defence
and irrevocably and unconditionally consents to the giving of any relief or the issue of any
process, including without limitation, the making, enforcement or execution against any
property whatsoever (irrespective of its use or intended use) of any order or judgment
made or given in connection with any Proceedings.

Article 55 Contractual Recognition of EU Bail-ln Powers

Notwithstanding and to the exclusion of any other term of this Agreement or any other
agreements, arrangements, or understanding between any of the Calculation Agent and
the Issuer, each party to this Agreement acknowledges and accepts that any BRRD
Liability arising under this Agreement may be subject to the exercise of Bail-in Powers by
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the Relevant Resolution Authority, and acknowledges, accepts, and agrees to be bound
by:

(a) the effect of the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant Resolution Authority in
relation to any BRRD Liability of a BRRD Party (the “Relevant BRRD Party”) under
this Agreement, that (without limitation) may include and result in any of the
following, or some combination thereof:

(i) the reduction of all, or a portion, of the BRRD Liability or outstanding
amounts due thereon;

(ii) the conversion of all, or a portion, of the BRRD Liability into shares, other
securities or other obligations of the Relevant BRRD Party or another
person, and the issue to or conferral on it in respect of such BRRD Liability
of such shares, securities or obligations;

(iii) the cancellation of the BRRD Liability;

(iv) the amendment or alteration of any interest, if applicable, thereon, the
maturity or the dates on which any payments are due, including by
suspending payment for a temporary period;

(b) the variation of the terms of this Agreement, as deemed necessary by the Relevant
Resolution Authority, to give effect to the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant
Resolution Authority.

11.2  For the purposes of this Clause 11:

“Bail-in Legislation” means in relation to a member state of the European Economic Area
which has implemented, or which at any time implements, the BRRD, the relevant
implementing law, regulation, rule or requirement as described in the EU Bail-in Legislation
Schedule from time to time;

“Bail-in Powers” means any Write-down and Conversion Powers as defined in the EU
Bail-in Legislation Schedule, in relation to the relevant Bail-in Legislation;

‘BRRD” means Directive 2014/59/EU establishing a framework for the recovery and
resolution of credit institutions and investment firms;

“‘BRRD Party” means a party to this Agreement whose liabilities under this Agreement may
be subject to the exercise of Bail-in Powers by the Relevant Resolution Authority;

‘BRRD Liability” means a liability in respect of which the relevant Write Down and
Conversion Powers in the applicable Bail-in Legislation may be exercised;

“EU Bail-in Legislation Schedule” means the document described as such, then in effect,
and published by the Loan Market Association (or any successor person) from time to time
at http://www.Ima.eu.com/pages.aspx?p=499; and

‘Relevant Resolution Authority” means the resolution authority with the ability to
exercise any Bail-in Powers in relation to the Relevant BRRD Party under this Agreement.

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TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE ORDINARY NOTES

The following are the Terms and Conditions of the Ordinary Notes (the “Ordinary Note Conditions’) which
will be incorporated by reference into each Global Note (as defined below) and each Definitive Note, in the
latter case only if permitted by the relevant stock exchange (if any) and agreed by the Issuer and the relevant
Dealer at the time of issue but, if not so permitted and agreed, such definitive Note will have endorsed thereon
or attached thereto such Ordinary Note Conditions.

Any reference herein to Coupons or coupons shall, unless the context otherwise
requires, be deemed to include a reference to Talons or talons. Registered Notes and Bearer Global Notes do
not have Coupons or Talons attached on issue.
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The Final Terms for this Ordinary Note (or the relevant provisions thereof) are set out in Part A of the Final
Terms attached to or endorsed on this Ordinary Note which complete these Ordinary Note Conditions and may
specify other terms and conditions which shall, to the extent so specified or to the extent inconsistent with these
Ordinary Note Conditions, replace or modify these Ordinary Note Conditions for the purposes of this Note.
References to the “applicable Final Terms” are to Part A of the Final Terms (or the relevant provisions thereof)
which are attached to or endorsed on this Ordinary Note.

The expression “Prospectus Regulation” means Regulation (EU) 2017/1129 (as amended and superseded).

Any reference to “Noteholders” or “holders” in relation to any Ordinary Notes shall mean (in the case of Bearer
Notes) the holders of the Ordinary Notes and (in the case of Registered Notes) the persons in whose name the
Ordinary Notes are registered and shall, in relation to any Ordinary Notes represented by a Global Note, be
construed as provided below. Any reference herein to “Couponholder” shall mean the holders of the Coupons
and shall, unless the context otherwise requires, include the holders of the Talons.

Issuer and the relevant Paying Agent as to its holding of such Ordinary Notes and identity. The Ordinary
Noteholders and the Couponholders are deemed to have notice of, and are entitled to the benefit of, all the
provisions of the Agency Agreement, the Deed of Covenant and the applicable Final Terms which are applicable
to them. The statements in these Ordinary Note Conditions include summaries of, and are subject to, the detailed
provisions of the Agency Agreement.

Words and expressions defined in the Agency Agreement or used in the applicable Final Terms shall have the
same meanings where used in these Ordinary Note Conditions unless the context otherwise requires or unless
otherwise stated and provided that, in the event of inconsistency between the Agency Agreement and the
applicable Final Terms, the applicable Final Terms will prevail.

Form, Denomination and Title

The Ordinary Notes are in bearer form (“Bearer Notes”) or registered form (“Registered Notes”), and, in the
case of definitive Notes, serially numbered, in the Specified Currency and the Specified Denomination(s).
Ordinary Notes of one Specified Denomination may not be exchanged for Ordinary Notes of another Specified
Denomination.
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Bearer Notes may not be exchanged for Registered Notes or any other form of note issued by the Issuer, and
vice versa.

This Ordinary Note may be a Fixed Rate Note or a Floating Rate Note, depending upon the Interest Basis shown
in the applicable Final Terms.

This Ordinary Note may be a combination of any of the foregoing, depending on the Redemption/Payment
Basis shown in the applicable Final Terms.

The applicable Final Terms will specify that a Bearer Global Note will be exchangeable (free of charge), in
whole but not in part, for Bearer Definitive Notes with, where applicable interest coupons and talons attached
only upon the occurrence of an Exchange Event. A Registered Global Note will be exchangeable (free of
charge), in whole but not in part, for Registered Definitive Notes without interest coupons or talons attached
only upon the occurrence of an Exchange Event.

Exchange Event: means that (i) in the case of Bearer Global Notes and Registered Global Notes registered in

Subject as set out below, title to the Bearer Notes and Coupons will pass by delivery and title to the Registered
Notes upon registration of transfers in accordance with the provisions of the Agency Agreement. The Issuer,
the Registrar, any Transfer Agent and any Paying Agent will (except as otherwise required by law) deem and
treat the bearer of any Bearer Note or Coupon and the registered holder of any Registered Note as the absolute
owner thereof (whether or not overdue and notwithstanding any notice of ownership or writing thereon or notice
of any previous loss or theft thereof) for all purposes but, in the case of any Global Note, without prejudice to
the provisions set out in the next paragraph.

For so long as any of the Ordinary Notes is represented by a Global Note held on behalf of Euroclear Bank
SA/NV (“Euroclear”) and/or Clearstream Banking, S.A. (“Clearstream, Luxembourg”), each person (other than

Notes which are represented by a Bearer Global Note or a
Registered Global Note will be transferable only in accordance with the rules and procedures for the time being
of Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg, as the case may be.

References to Euroclear and/or Clearstream, Luxembourg shall, whenever the context so permits, except in
relation to Notes in NGN form (as defined in Condition 4(c)), be deemed to include a reference to any additional
or alternative clearing system specified in the applicable Final Terms.

Status of the Ordinary Notes and Overcollateralisation
(a)  Status of the Ordinary Notes

The Ordinary Notes of each Tranche constitute unconditional and unsubordinated obligations of the
Issuer and rank pari passu with (i) all other outstanding unsubordinated obligations of the Issuer that
have been provided equivalent priority of claim to the Cover Pool as covered bonds (obligasjoner med
fortrinnsrett) issued in accordance with the terms of the Act and the Regulations and (ii) the rights of
providers of Covered Bond Swaps.

(b)  Overcollateralisation

For so long as the Notes are outstanding, the value (as calculated in accordance with the Act and the
Regulations) of the Cover Pool (as defined below) entered into the Register with respect to the Notes
shall at all times be a minimum of 102 per cent. (105 per cent. from 8 July 2022) of the outstanding
principal amount of the Notes (including any Ordinary Notes then outstanding) and any other covered
bonds issued by the Issuer (taking into account the effect of derivative contracts), provided that to the
extent a higher level of minimum overcollateralisation is required by any applicable legislation from
time to time, such level of overcollateralisation shall be the minimum level required to be maintained by
the Issuer pursuant to this Condition 2(b) (“Overcollateralisation”). In addition, the Issuer may (but is
not obliged to) decide to provide a higher level of Overcollateralisation in the Cover Pool (an Alternative
Overcollateralisation Percentage), provided that for so long as Moody’s has assigned a credit rating to
the Notes, the Issuer shall not at any time reduce the then applicable Alternative Overcollateralisation
Percentage unless, after having given Moody’s not less than five Business Days’ written notice of such
reduction, it reasonably believes that such reduction would not in and of itself result in any current credit
rating then assigned to the Notes by Moody’s being reduced, removed, suspended or placed on credit
watch.

There is no obligation for the Issuer to maintain any particular rating in respect of the Ordinary Notes
throughout the term of the Notes or select an Alternative Overcollateralisation Percentage to maintain a
rating. In particular, if an Alternative Overcollateralisation Percentage has been selected and confirmed
in accordance with this Condition 2(b), and at a later date any of the credit ratings assigned to the Notes
are reduced, removed, suspended or placed on credit watch, the Issuer shall not be obliged to select a
higher Alternative Overcollateralisation Percentage.

For the avoidance of doubt, recourse to the Cover Pool, and any additional overcollateralisation in the
Cover Pool, is available for all holders of covered bonds issued by the Issuer and any relevant swap
counterparties.

Reference Rate that, in the view of such supervisor, such Original Reference Rate is or
will be (or is or will be deemed by such supervisor to be) no longer representative of an
underlying market; or

it has become unlawful for the Principal Paying Agent, the Calculation Agent, the Issuer
or other party to calculate any payments due to be made to any Noteholder using the
Original Reference Rate;
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provided that the Benchmark Event shall be deemed to occur (a) in the case of sub-paragraphs
(2) and (3) above, the Benchmark Event shall occur on the date of the cessation of publication of
the Original Reference Rate or the discontinuation of the Original Reference Rate, as the case
may be, (b) in the case of sub-paragraph (4) above, on the date of the prohibition of use of the
Original Reference Rate, and (c) in the case of sub-paragraph (5) above, on the date with effect
from which the Original Reference Rate will no longer be (or will be deemed by the relevant
supervisor to no longer be) representative of its relevant underlying market and which is specified
in the relevant public statement, and, in each case, not the date of the relevant public statement.

The occurrence of a Benchmark Event shall be determined by the Issuer and promptly notified to
the Principal Paying Agent, the Calculation Agent and the Paying Agents. For the avoidance of
doubt, neither the Principal Paying Agent, the Calculation Agent nor the Paying Agents shall have
any responsibility for making such determination.

“Independent Adviser” means an independent financial institution of international repute or an
independent financial adviser with appropriate expertise appointed by the Issuer under Condition

3(d)().

“Original Reference Rate” means the originally-specified benchmark or screen rate (as
applicable) used to determine the Rate of Interest (or any component part thereof) on the Notes.

“Relevant Nominating Body” means, in respect of a benchmark or screen rate (as applicable):

(1) the central bank for the currency to which the benchmark or screen rate (as applicable)
relates, or any central bank or other supervisory authority which is responsible for
supervising the administrator of the benchmark or screen rate (as applicable); or

2) any working group or committee sponsored by, chaired or co-chaired by or constituted
at the request of (a) the central bank for the currency to which the benchmark or screen
rate (as applicable) relates, (b) any central bank or other supervisory authority which is
responsible for supervising the administrator of the benchmark or screen rate (as
applicable), (c) a group of the aforementioned central banks or other supervisory
authorities or (d) the Financial Stability Board or any part thereof.

“Successor Rate” means a successor to or replacement of the Original Reference Rate which is
formally recommended by any Relevant Nominating Body.

Effect of Benchmark Transition Event

Where the Original Reference Rate applicable to the Notes is SOFR, notwithstanding the provisions
above in Condition 3(b) (Interest on Floating Rate Notes) and 3(d) (Benchmark discontinuation), as

applicable, this Condition 3(e) shall apply.

Benchmark Replacement: If the Issuer or its designee determines on or prior to the relevant
Reference Time that a Benchmark Transition Event and its related Benchmark Replacement Date
have occurred with respect to the then-current Benchmark, the Benchmark Replacement will
replace the then-current Benchmark for all purposes relating to the Notes in respect of all
determinations on such date and for all determinations on all subsequent dates.

Benchmark Replacement Conforming Changes: In connection with the implementation of a
Benchmark Replacement, the Issuer or its designee will have the right to make Benchmark

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(iii) Decisions and Determinations: Any determination, decision or election that may be made by the
Issuer or its designee pursuant to this Condition 3(e), including any determination with respect to
a tenor, rate or adjustment or of the occurrence or non-occurrence of an event, circumstance or date
and any decision to take or refrain from taking any action or any selection, will be conclusive and
binding absent manifest error, will be made in the sole discretion of the Issuer or its designee, as
applicable, and, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the documentation relating to the
Notes, shall become effective without consent from the Noteholders or any other party. No Paying
Agent will have any liability for any determination made by or on behalf of Issuer or its designee
in connection with a Benchmark Transition Event or a Benchmark Replacement.

In no event shall any Paying Agent be responsible for determining if a Benchmark Transition
Event has occurred or any substitute for SOFR, or for making any adjustments to any alternative
benchmark or spread thereon, the business day convention, interest determination dates or any
other relevant methodology for calculating any such substitute or successor benchmark. In
connection with the foregoing, a Paying Agent will be entitled to conclusively rely on any
determinations made by Issuer or its designee and will have no liability for such actions taken at
the direction of the Issuer or its designee.

Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions in this Condition 3(e), no Benchmark Replacement will
be adopted if and to the extent that the Issuer determines, in its sole discretion, that such
Benchmark Replacement prejudices, or could reasonably be expected to prejudice, after the
application of the applicable Benchmark Replacement Adjustment, the Benchmark Replacement
Conforming Changes and the further decisions and determinations as described below.

In the event that the Rate of Interest for the relevant Interest Period or Reset Period, as applicable,
cannot be determined in accordance with the foregoing provisions by the Issuer or its designee,
the Rate of Interest for such Interest Period or Reset Period, as applicable, shall be (i) that
determined as at the immediately preceding Interest Determination Date or Reset Determination
Date, as applicable, (though substituting, where a different Margin or Maximum Rate of Interest
or Minimum Rate of Interest (as specified in the relevant Final Terms) is to be applied to the
relevant Interest Period from that which applied to the immediately preceding Interest Period or
Reset Period, as applicable, the Margin or Maximum Rate of Interest or Minimum Rate of Interest
relating to the relevant Interest Period, in place of the Margin relating to that immediately
preceding Interest Period or Reset Period, as applicable), or (ii) if there is no such preceding
Interest Determination Date and the relevant Interest Period is the first Interest Period for the
Notes, the initial Rate of Interest which would have been applicable to such Series of Notes for
the first Interest Period had the Notes been in issue for a period equal in duration to the scheduled
first Interest Period but ending on (and excluding) the Interest Commencement Date (but applying
the Margin and any Maximum Rate of Interest or Minimum Rate of Interest applicable to the first
Interest Period), or (iii) if there is no such preceding Interest Determination Date and the relevant
Interest Period is not the first Interest Period for the Notes, the Rate of Interest which applied to
the immediately preceding Interest Period, or (iv) if there is no such preceding Reset
Determination Date, the Initial Rate of Interest.

For the purposes of this Condition 3(e):

"Benchmark" means, initially, SOFR; provided that if the Issuer or its designee
determines on or prior to the Reference Time that a Benchmark Transition Event and its
related Benchmark Replacement Date have occurred with respect to SOFR or the then-
current Benchmark, then "Benchmark" means the applicable Benchmark Replacement;
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"Benchmark Replacement" means the first alternative set forth in the order below that
can be determined by the Issuer or its designee as of the Benchmark Replacement Date:

(A) the sum of: (a) the alternate rate of interest that has been selected or
recommended by the Relevant Governmental Body as the replacement for the
then-current Benchmark and (b) the Benchmark Replacement Adjustment;

(B) the sum of: (a) the ISDA Fallback Rate and (b) the Benchmark Replacement
Adjustment; or

©) the sum of: (a) the alternate rate of interest that has been selected by the Issuer
or its designee as the replacement for the then-current Benchmark giving due
consideration to any industry-accepted rate of interest as a replacement for the
then-current Benchmark for U.S. Dollar-denominated floating rate notes at such
time and (b) the Benchmark Replacement Adjustment;

"Benchmark Replacement Adjustment" means the first alternative set forth in the order
below that can be determined by the Issuer or its designee as of the Benchmark
Replacement Date:

(A) the spread adjustment, or method for calculating or determining such spread
adjustment (which may be a positive or negative value or zero), that has been
selected or recommended by the Relevant Governmental Body for the applicable
Unadjusted Benchmark Replacement;

(B) if the applicable Unadjusted Benchmark Replacement is equivalent to the ISDA
Fallback Rate, the ISDA Fallback Adjustment; or

© the spread adjustment (which may be a positive or negative value or zero) that
has been selected by the Issuer or its designee giving due consideration to any
industry-accepted spread adjustment, or method for calculating or determining
such spread adjustment, for the replacement of the then-current Benchmark with
the applicable Unadjusted Benchmark Replacement for U.S. Dollar-
denominated floating rate notes at such time;

"Benchmark Replacement Conforming Changes" means, with respect to any
Benchmark Replacement, any technical, administrative or operational changes (including
changes to the timing and frequency of determining rates and making payments of
interest, rounding of amounts or tenors, and other administrative matters) that the Issuer
or its designee decide may be appropriate to reflect the adoption of such Benchmark
Replacement in a manner substantially consistent with market practice (or, if the Issuer
or its designee decide that adoption of any portion of such market practice is not
administratively feasible or if the Issuer or its designee determine that no market practice
for use of the Benchmark Replacement exists, in such other manner as the Issuer or its
designee determine is reasonably necessary);

"Benchmark Replacement Date" means the earliest to occur of the following events
with respect to the then-current Benchmark (including the daily published component
used in the calculation thereof):

(A) in the case of sub-paragraph (A) or (B) of the definition of "Benchmark
Transition Event," the later of (a) the date of the public statement or publication
of information referenced therein and (b) the date on which the administrator of
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the Benchmark permanently or indefinitely ceases to provide the Benchmark (or
such component); or

(B) in the case of clause (C) of the definition of "Benchmark Transition Event,"
the date of the public statement or publication of information referenced therein.

For the avoidance of doubt, if the event that gives rise to the Benchmark Replacement
Date occurs on the same day as, but earlier than, the Reference Time in respect of any
determination, the Benchmark Replacement Date will be deemed to have occurred prior
to the Reference Time for such determination;

"Benchmark Transition Event" means the occurrence of one or more of the following
events with respect to the then-current Benchmark (including the daily published
component used in the calculation thereof):

(A) a public statement or publication of information by or on behalf of the
administrator of the Benchmark (or such component) announcing that such
administrator has ceased or will cease to provide the Benchmark (or such
component) permanently or indefinitely, provided that, at the time of such
statement or publication, there is no successor administrator that will continue to
provide the Benchmark (or such component);

(B) a public statement or publication of information by the regulatory supervisor for
the administrator of the Benchmark (or such component), the central bank for
the currency of the Benchmark (or such component), an insolvency official with
jurisdiction over the administrator for the Benchmark (or such component), a
resolution authority with jurisdiction over the administrator for the Benchmark
(or such component) or a court or an entity with similar insolvency or resolution
authority over the administrator for the Benchmark (or such component), which
states that the administrator of the Benchmark (or such component) has ceased
or will cease to provide the Benchmark (or such component) permanently or
indefinitely, provided that, at the time of such statement or publication, there is
no successor administrator that will continue to provide the Benchmark (or such
component); or

©) a public statement or publication of information by the regulatory supervisor for
the administrator of the Benchmark announcing that the Benchmark is no longer
representative;

"designee" means a designee as selected and separately appointed by the Issuer as
designee for the Notes in writing;

"ISDA Fallback Adjustment" means the spread adjustment (which may be a positive or
negative value or zero) that would apply for derivatives transactions referencing the ISDA
Definitions to be determined upon the occurrence of an index cessation event with respect
to the Benchmark;

"ISDA Fallback Rate" means the rate that would apply for derivatives transactions
referencing the ISDA Definitions to be effective upon the occurrence of an index
cessation date with respect to the Benchmark for the applicable tenor excluding the
applicable ISDA Fallback Adjustment;
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"Reference Time" with respect to any determination of the Benchmark means (1) if the
Benchmark is SOFR, the SOFR Determination Time, and (2) if the Benchmark is not
SOFR, the time determined by the Issuer or its designee after giving effect to the
Benchmark Replacement Conforming Changes;

"Relevant Governmental Body" means the Federal Reserve Board and/or the Federal
Reserve Bank of New York, or a committee officially endorsed or convened by the
Federal Reserve Board and/or the Federal Reserve Bank of New York or any successor
thereto; and

"Unadjusted Benchmark Replacement" means the Benchmark Replacement excluding
the Benchmark Replacement Adjustment.

Payments

In the case of Bearer Notes, payments in U.S. dollars will be made by transfer to a U.S. dollar account
maintained by the payee with a bank outside of the United States (which expression, as used in this
Condition 6 below, means the United States of America, including the State and the District of Columbia,
its territories, its possessions and other areas subject to its jurisdiction), or by cheque drawn on a United
States bank. All payments in respect of Bearer Notes will be made to accounts located outside the United
States, or by cheque mailed to an address outside of the United States, except as may be permitted by
United States tax law in effect at the time of such payment without detriment to the Issuer.

Payments will be subject in all cases to any fiscal or other laws and regulations applicable thereto in the
place of payment or other laws to which the Issuer agrees to be subject and the Issuer will not be liable
for any taxes or duties of whatever nature imposed or levied by such laws, regulations, directives or
agreements, but without prejudice to the provisions of Condition 6 below. Reference to specified
currency will include any successor currency under applicable law.

Presentation of Bearer Definitive Notes and Coupons

Payments of principal and interest (if any) in respect of Bearer Definitive Notes will (subject as provided
below) be made in the manner provided in paragraph (a) above only against presentation and surrender
(or, in the case of part payment of any sum due, endorsement) of Bearer Definitive Notes, and payments
of interest in respect of Bearer Definitive Notes will (subject as provided below) be made as aforesaid
only against presentation and surrender (or, in the case of part payment of any sum due, endorsement)
of Coupons, in each case at the specified office of any Paying Agent outside the United States (which
expression, as used herein, means the United States of America (including the States and the District of
Columbia, its territories, its possessions and other areas subject to its jurisdiction)).

Fixed Rate Notes in definitive bearer form (other than Long Maturity Notes (as defined below)) should
be presented for payment together with all unmatured Coupons appertaining thereto (which expression
shall for this purpose include Coupons falling to be issued on exchange of matured Talons), failing which
the amount of any missing unmatured Coupon (or, in the case of payment not being made in full, the
same proportion of the amount of such missing unmatured Coupon as the sum so paid bears to the sum
due) will be deducted from the sum due for payment. Each amount of principal so deducted will be paid
in the manner mentioned above against surrender of the relative missing Coupon at any time before the
expiry of 10 years after the Relevant Date (as defined in Condition 17 below) in respect of such principal

due and repayable, unmatured Coupons and Talons (if any) relating thereto (whether or not attached)
shall become void and no payment or, as the case may be, exchange for further Coupons shall be made
in respect thereof. A “Long Maturity Note” is a Fixed Rate Note (other than a Fixed Rate Note which on
issue had a Talon attached) whose nominal amount on issue is less than the aggregate interest payable
thereon provided that such Note shall cease to be a Long Maturity Note on the Interest Payment Date on
which the aggregate amount of interest remaining to be paid after that date is less than the nominal
amount of such Note.

If the due date for redemption of any interest-bearing Definitive Notes is not an Interest Payment Date,
interest (if any) accrued in respect of such Note from (and including) the preceding Interest Payment
Date or, as the case may be, the Interest Commencement Date shall be payable only against surrender of
the relevant Bearer Definitive Note.

Payments in respect of Bearer Global Notes

Payments of principal and interest (if any) in respect of Ordinary Notes represented by any Bearer Global
Note will (subject as provided below) be made in the manner specified above in relation to Bearer
Definitive Notes and otherwise in the manner specified in the relevant Bearer Global Note against
presentation or surrender, as the case may be, of such Global Note at the specified office of any Paying
Agent outside the United States. On the occasion of each payment, (i) in the case of any Global Note
which is not issued in new global note (“NGN”) form, a record of such payment made on such Global
Note, distinguishing between any payment of principal and any payment of interest, will be made on
such Global Note by the Principal Paying Agent, and such record shall be prima facie evidence that the
payment in question has been made and (ii) in the case of any Global Note which is a NGN, the Principal
Paying Agent shall instruct Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg to make appropriate entries in their
records to reflect such payment.

Payments in respect of Registered Notes

Payments of principal in respect of each Registered Note (whether or not in global form) will be made
against presentation and surrender (or, in the case of part payment of any sum due, endorsement) of the
Registered Note at the specified office of the Registrar or any of the Paying Agents. Such payments will
be made by transfer to the Designated Account (as defined below) of the holder (or the first named of
joint holders) of the Registered Note appearing in the register of holders of the Registered Notes
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maintained by the Registrar (the “Register”) at the close of business on the third business day (being for
this purpose a day on which banks are open for business in the city where the specified office of the
Registrar is located) before the relevant due date. Notwithstanding the previous sentence, if (i) a holder
does not have a Designated Account or (ii) the principal amount of the Registered Notes held by a holder
is less than U.S.$250,000 (or its approximate equivalent in any other Specified Currency), payment will
instead be made by a cheque in the Specified Currency drawn on a Designated Bank (as defined below).
For these purposes, “Designated Account” means the account maintained by a holder with a Designated
Bank and identified as such in the Register and “Designated Bank” means (in the case of payment in a
Specified Currency other than euro) a bank in the principal financial centre of the country of such
Specified Currency and (in the case of a payment in euro) any bank which processes payments in euro.

Payments of interest and of principal in respect of each Registered Note (whether or not in global form)
will be made by a cheque in the Specified Currency drawn on a Designated Bank and mailed by
uninsured mail on the business day in the city where the specified office of the Registrar is located
immediately preceding the relevant due date to the holder (or the first named of joint holders) of the
Registered Note appearing in the Register at the close of the business day (in the ICSDs) prior to the
Payment Date (the “Record Date”) at his address shown in the Register on the Record Date and at his
risk. Upon application of the holder to the specified office of the Registrar not less than three business
days in the city where the specified office of the Registrar is located before the due date for any payment
of interest in respect of a Registered Note, the payment may be made by transfer on the due date in the
manner provided in the preceding paragraph. Any such application for transfer shall be deemed to relate
to all future payments of interest (other than interest due on redemption) and of principal in respect of
the Registered Notes which become payable to the holder who has made the initial application until such
time as the Registrar is notified in writing to the contrary by such holder. Payment of the interest and
principal due in respect of each Registered Note on redemption will be made in the same manner as
payment of the principal amount of such Registered Note.

Holders of Registered Notes will not be entitled to any interest or other payment for any delay in
receiving any amount due in respect of any Registered Note as a result of a cheque posted in accordance
with this Condition 4 arriving after the due date for payment or being lost in the post. No commissions
or expenses shall be charged to such holders by the Registrar in respect of any payments of principal or
interest in respect of the Registered Notes.

None of the Issuer or the Agents will have any responsibility or liability for any aspect of the records
relating to, or payments made on account of, beneficial ownership interests in the Registered Global
Notes or for maintaining, supervising or reviewing any records relating to such beneficial ownership
interests.

General provisions applicable to payments

The holder of a Global Note shall be the only person entitled to receive payments in respect of Ordinary
Notes represented by such Global Note and the Issuer or, as the case may be will be discharged by
payment to, or to the order of, the holder of such Global Note in respect of each amount so paid. Each
of the persons shown in the records of Euroclear or Clearstream, Luxembourg as the beneficial holder
of a particular nominal amount of Notes represented by such Global Note must look solely to Euroclear
or Clearstream, Luxembourg, as the case may be, for his share of each payment so made by the Issuer
or, as the case may be to, or to the order of, the holder of such Global Note.

Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this Condition, if any amount of principal and/or interest
in respect of Bearer Notes is payable in U.S. dollars, such U.S. dollar payments of principal and/or

interest in respect of such Notes will be made at the specified office of a Paying Agent in the United

any Additional Financial Centre) or (2) in relation to any sum payable in euro, a day on which the
TARGET?2 System is open; and

such payment is then permitted under United States law without involving adverse tax consequences
to the Issuer.

Interpretation of principal and interest

Redemption at maturity

Unless previously redeemed or purchased and cancelled as specified below, each Ordinary Note will be
redeemed by the Issuer at its Final Redemption Amount (which shall be at least equal to the Nominal
Amount of each Note) specified in, the applicable Final Terms in the relevant Specified Currency on the
Maturity Date.

If a Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity or Statutory Extended Final Maturity is specified as
applicable in the Final Terms for a Series of Ordinary Notes and the Issuer has failed to pay the Final
Redemption Amount on the Maturity Date specified in the Final Terms and (in respect of a Statutory
Extended Final Maturity only) has obtained a Statutory Maturity Extension Approval, then (subject as
provided below) payment of the unpaid amount by the Issuer shall be deferred until the Payment Failure
Extended Final Maturity Date or Statutory Extended Final Maturity Date (as applicable), provided that
any amount representing all or part of the Final Redemption Amount due and remaining unpaid on the
Maturity Date may be paid by the Issuer on any Interest Payment Date occurring thereafter up to (and
including) the relevant Payment Failure Extended Final Maturity Date or Statutory Extended Final
Maturity Date (as applicable).

The Issuer shall confirm to the rating agencies, any relevant Swap Provider and the Principal Paying
Agent as soon as reasonably practicable and in any event at least four business days in London prior to
the Maturity Date of any inability of the Issuer to pay in full the Final Redemption Amount in respect of
a Series of Ordinary Notes on that Maturity Date. Any failure by the Issuer to notify such parties shall
not affect the validity or effectiveness of the extension nor give rise to any rights in any such party under
the Notes.

Notwithstanding any other provision of the terms and conditions of the Notes, any amounts to be paid by or on
behalf of the Issuer on the Notes will be paid net of any deduction or withholding imposed or required pursuant

Final Terms). In order to effect any such transfer (i) the holder or holders must (A) surrender the
Registered Note for registration of the transfer of the Registered Note (or the relevant part of the
Registered Note) at the specified office of the Registrar or any Transfer Agent, with the form of transfer
thereon duly executed by the holder or holders thereof or his or their attorney or attorneys duly authorised

In addition, the Issuer shall forthwith appoint a Paying Agent having a specified office in New York City in the
circumstances described in Condition 4(e) above.

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All notices regarding the Registered Notes will be deemed to be validly given if sent by first class mail or (if
posted to an address overseas) by airmail to the holders (or the first named of joint holders) at their respective
addresses recorded in the Register and will be deemed to have been given on the fourth day after mailing and,
in addition, for so long as any Registered Notes are listed on a stock exchange or are admitted to trading by
another relevant authority and the rules of that stock exchange or relevant authority so require, such notice will
be published in a daily newspaper of general circulation in the place or places required by those rules.

Until such time as any Definitive Notes are issued, there may, so long as any Global Notes representing the
Ordinary Notes are held in their entirety on behalf of Euroclear and/or Clearstream, Luxembourg, be substituted
for such publication in such newspaper(s) and such notice by mail in connection with the Registered Notes the
delivery of the relevant notice to Euroclear and/or Clearstream, Luxembourg for communication by them to the
holders of the Notes and, in addition, for so long as any Ordinary Notes are listed on a stock exchange or are
admitted to trading by another relevant authority and the rules of that stock exchange (or any other relevant
authority) so require, such notice will be published in a daily newspaper of general circulation in the place or
places required by the rules of that stock exchange (or any other relevant authority). Any such notice shall be
deemed to have been given to the holders of such Notes on the day after the day on which the said notice was
given to Euroclear and/or Clearstream, Luxembourg.

any meeting the business of which includes the modification of certain provisions of the Ordinary Notes,
or the Coupons (including modifying the date of maturity of the Ordinary Notes or any date for payment
of interest thereon, reducing or cancelling the amount of principal or the rate of interest payable in respect
of the Ordinary Notes or altering the currency of payment of the Ordinary Notes or the Coupons), the
quorum shall be one or more persons holding or representing not less than two-thirds in nominal amount
of the Ordinary Notes for the time being outstanding, or at any adjourned such meeting one or more
persons holding or representing not less than one-third in nominal amount of the Ordinary Notes for the
time being outstanding. An Extraordinary Resolution passed at any meeting of the Ordinary Noteholders
shall be binding on all the Ordinary Noteholders, whether or not they are present at the meeting, and on
all Couponholders.

Modification

The Principal Paying Agent and the Issuer may agree, without the consent of the Ordinary Noteholders
or Couponholders, to:

Governing law

The Agency Agreement, the Deed of Covenant, the Ordinary Notes and the Coupons and any non-
contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with the Agency Agreement, the Deed of
Covenant, the Ordinary Notes and the Coupons are governed by, and shall be construed in accordance
with, English law, save as to Condition 2(a) above which is governed by and shall be construed in
accordance with Norwegian law.

Submission to jurisdiction

The Issuer agrees, for the exclusive benefit of the Paying Agents, Ordinary Noteholders and the
Couponholders, that the courts of England and Wales are to have jurisdiction to settle any disputes which
may arise out of or in connection with the Ordinary Notes and/or the Coupons (including a dispute
relating to any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with the Ordinary Notes and/or
the Coupons) and that accordingly any suit, action or proceedings (together referred to as “Proceedings™)
arising out of or in connection with the Agency Agreement, the Deed of Covenant, the Ordinary Notes
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and the Coupons (including any Proceedings relating to any non-contractual obligations arising out of
or in connection with the Agency Agreement, the Deed of Covenant, the Ordinary Notes and the
Coupons) may be brought in such courts.

The Issuer hereby irrevocably waives any objection which it may have now or hereafter to the laying of
the venue of any such Proceedings in any such court and any claim that any such Proceedings have been
brought in an inconvenient forum and hereby further irrevocably agrees that a judgment in any such
Proceedings brought in the English courts shall be conclusive and binding upon it and may be enforced
in the courts of any other jurisdiction.

Nothing contained in this Condition 16 shall limit any right to take Proceedings against the Issuer in any
other court of competent jurisdiction, nor shall the taking of Proceedings in one or more jurisdictions
preclude the taking of Proceedings in any other jurisdiction, whether concurrently or not.

(c)  Appointment of Process Agent in England

The Issuer appoints Hackwood Secretaries Limited at its registered office at One Silk Street, London,
EC2Y 8HQ, England as its agent for service of process in England, and undertakes that, in the event of
Hackwood Secretaries Limited ceasing so to act or ceasing to be registered in England, it will appoint
another person as its agent for service of process in England in respect of any Proceedings. Nothing
herein shall affect the right to serve proceedings in any other manner permitted by law.

Notes which are issued in currencies other than NOK and (b) assets (other than loans) which are registered to
the Cover Pool and are denominated in currencies other than NOK;

“Currency Swap Agreement” means the ISDA Master Agreement, schedule and confirmation(s) (as amended
and supplemented from time to time) relating to the Currency Swap(s) entered into from time to time between
the Issuer and each Currency Swap Provider;

“Currency Swap Provider” means any third party counterparty in its capacity as currency swap provider under
a Currency Swap Agreement;

“€STR” means the daily euro short-term rate;

“Established Rate” means the rate for the conversion of the Specified Currency (including compliance with
rules relating to roundings in accordance with applicable European Community regulations) into euro
established by the Council of the European Union pursuant to Article 123 of the Treaty;

“EURIBOR” means the Euro-zone inter-bank offered rate;

“euro” means the currency introduced at the start of the third stage of European economic and monetary union
pursuant to the Treaty;
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“Interest Rate Swap” means each single currency interest rate swap which enables the Issuer to hedge the
Issuer’s interest rate risks in NOK and/or other currencies to the extent that they have not been hedged by a
Currency Swap;

Notice of any adjourned meeting at which an Extraordinary Resolution is to be submitted
shall be given in the same manner as notice of an original meeting but as if 10 were
substituted for 21 in paragraph 3 and the notice shall (except in cases where the proviso to
paragraph 6 shall apply when it shall state the relevant quorum) state that one or more
persons present holding Ordinary Notes or voting certificates or being proxies or
representatives at the adjourned meeting whatever the nominal amount of the Ordinary
Notes held or represented by them will form a quorum. Subject to this it shall not be
necessary to give any notice of an adjourned meeting.

At a meeting which is held only as a physical meeting, every question submitted to such
meeting shall be decided in the first instance by a show of hands and in the case of an
equality of votes the Chairperson shall both on a show of hands and on a poll have a
casting vote in addition to the vote or votes (if any) to which they may be entitled as a
Noteholder or as a holder of a voting certificate or as a proxy or as a representative.

At any meeting, unless a poll is (before or on the declaration of the result of the show of
hands) demanded by the Chairperson or the Issuer or by one or more persons present
holding Notes or voting certificates or being proxies or representatives (whatever the
nominal amount of the Notes so held by them), a declaration by the Chairperson that a
resolution has been carried or carried by a particular majority or lost or not carried by a
particular majority shall be conclusive evidence of the fact without proof of the number or
proportion of the votes recorded in favour of or against the resolution.

Subject to paragraph 13, if at any meeting a poll is demanded it shall be taken in the
manner and, subject as provided below, either at once or after an adjournment as the
Chairperson may direct and the result of the poll shall be deemed to be the resolution of
the meeting at which the poll was demanded as at the date of the taking of the poll. The
demand for a poll shall not prevent the continuance of the meeting for the transaction of
any business other than the motion on which the poll has been demanded.

At a virtual meeting or a hybrid meeting, a resolution put to the vote of the meeting shall be
decided on a poll in accordance with paragraph 27, and any such poll will be deemed to
have been validly demanded at the time fixed for holding the meeting to which it relates.

The Chairperson may with the consent of (and shall if directed by) any meeting adjourn the
same from time to time and from place to place and alternate manner but no business shall
be transacted at any adjourned meeting except business which might lawfully (but for lack
of required quorum) have been transacted at the meeting from which the adjournment took
place.
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Any poll demanded at any meeting on the election of a Chairperson or on any question of
adjournment shall be taken at the meeting without adjournment.

Any director or officer of the Issuer and its lawyers and financial advisers may attend and
speak at any meeting. Subject to this, but without prejudice to the proviso to the definition
of outstanding in Clause 1 of this Agreement, no person shall be entitled to attend and
speak nor shall any person be entitled to vote at any meeting of the Noteholders or join
with others in requisitioning the convening of a meeting unless he either produces the
Bearer Note or Bearer Notes of which he is the holder or a voting certificate or is a proxy or
a representative or is the holder of a Registered Note. Neither the Issuer nor any of its
subsidiaries shall be entitled to vote at any meeting in respect of Ordinary Notes held by it
for the benefit of any such company and no other person shall be entitled to vote at any
meeting in respect of Ordinary Notes held by it for the benefit of any such company.
Nothing contained in this paragraph shall prevent any of the proxies named in any block
voting instruction or form of proxy or any representative from being a director, officer or
representative of or otherwise connected with the Issuer.

Subject as provided in paragraph 14 at any meeting:

(a) on a show of hands every person who is present in person and produces a Bearer
Note or voting certificate or is a holder of a Registered Note or is a proxy or
representative shall have one vote; and

(b) on a poll every person who is so present shall have one vote in respect of:

(i) in the case of a meeting of the holders of Ordinary Notes all of which are
denominated in a single currency, each minimum integral amount of that
currency; and

(ii) in the case of a meeting of the holders of Ordinary Notes denominated in
more than one currency, each U.S.$1.00 or, in the case of an Ordinary Note
denominated in a currency other than U.S. dollars, the equivalent of
U.S.$1.00 in that currency (calculated as specified in paragraph 23),

or such other amount as the Principal Paying Agent shall in its absolute discretion
stipulate in nominal amount of Ordinary Notes so produced or represented by the
voting certificate so produced or in respect of which he is a proxy or representative.

Without prejudice to the obligations of the proxies named in any block voting instruction or
form of proxy any person entitled to more than one vote need not use all his votes or cast
all the votes to which he is entitled in the same way.

The proxies named in any block voting instruction or form of proxy and representatives
need not be Noteholders.

Each block voting instruction together (if so requested by the Issuer) with proof satisfactory
to the Issuer of its due execution on behalf of the relevant Paying Agent and each form of
proxy shall be deposited not less than 24 hours before the time appointed for holding the
meeting or adjourned meeting at which the proxies named in the block voting instruction or
form of proxy propose to vote at a place approved by the Principal Paying Agent and in
default the block voting instruction or form of proxy shall not be treated as valid unless the
Chairperson of the meeting decides otherwise before the meeting or adjourned meeting
proceeds to business. A certified copy of each block voting instruction and form of proxy
shall be deposited with the Principal Paying Agent before the commencement of the
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meeting or adjourned meeting but the Principal Paying Agent shall not as a result be
obliged to investigate or be concerned with the validity of or the authority of the proxies
named in the block voting instruction or form of proxy.

18 Any vote given in accordance with the terms of a block voting instruction or form of proxy
shall be valid notwithstanding the previous revocation or amendment of the block voting
instruction or form of proxy or of any of the Noteholders’ instructions under which it was
executed provided that no notice in writing of the revocation or amendment shall have
been received from the relevant Paying Agent or in the case of a Registered Note from the
holder of the Registered Note by the Issuer at its registered office (or any other place
approved by the Principal Paying Agent for the purpose) by the time being 24 hours before
the time appointed for holding the meeting or adjourned meeting at which the block voting
instruction or form of proxy is to be used.

19 A meeting of the Noteholders shall in addition to the powers set out above have the
following powers exercisable by Extraordinary Resolution (subject to the provisions relating
to quorum contained in paragraphs 5 and 6) only, namely:

(a) power to sanction any compromise or arrangement proposed to be made between
the Issuer and the Noteholders and Couponholders or any of them;

(b) power to sanction any abrogation, modification, compromise or arrangement in
respect of the rights of the Noteholders and Couponholders against the Issuer or
against any of its property whether such rights shall arise under this Agreement,
the Ordinary Notes or the Coupons or otherwise;

(c) power to assent to any modification of the provisions contained in this Agreement
or the Conditions, the Ordinary Notes, the Coupons or the Deed of Covenant which
shall be proposed by the Issuer;

Resolution;

(e) power to appoint any persons (whether Noteholders or not) as a committee or
committees to represent the interests of the Noteholders and to confer upon any
committee or committees any powers or discretions which the Noteholders could
themselves exercise by Extraordinary Resolution;

(f) power to sanction any scheme or proposal for the exchange or sale of the Ordinary
Notes for, or the conversion of the Notes into, or the cancellation of the Ordinary
Notes in consideration of, shares, stock, notes, bonds, debentures, debenture
stock and/or other obligations and/or securities of the Issuer or any other company
formed or to be formed, or for or into or in consideration of cash, or partly for or into
or in consideration of shares, stock, notes, bonds, debentures, debenture stock
and/or other obligations and/or securities as stated above and partly for or into or in
consideration of cash; and

(9) power to approve the substitution of any entity in place of the Issuer (or any
previous substitute) as the principal debtor in respect of the Ordinary Notes and the
Coupons.

20 Any resolution passed at a meeting of the Noteholders duly convened and held in
accordance with these provisions shall be binding upon all the Noteholders whether

present or not present at the meeting and whether or not voting and upon all
Couponholders and each of them shall be bound to give effect to the resolution accordingly
and the passing of any resolution shall be conclusive evidence that the circumstances
justify its passing. Notice of the result of voting on any resolution duly considered by the
Noteholders shall be published in accordance with Condition 12 (Notices) by the Issuer
within 14 days of the result being known provided that non-publication shall not invalidate
the resolution.

The expression “Extraordinary Resolution” when used in this Agreement or the
Conditions means a resolution passed at a meeting of the Noteholders duly convened and
held in accordance with these provisions by a majority consisting of not less than 75 per
cent. of the persons voting on the resolution upon a show of hands or if a poll was duly
demanded then by a majority consisting of not less than 75 per cent. of the votes given on
the poll.

Minutes of all resolutions and proceedings at every meeting shall be made and duly
entered in books to be from time to time provided for that purpose by the Issuer and any
minutes signed by the Chairperson of the meeting at which any resolution was passed or
proceedings had shall be conclusive evidence of the matters contained in them and until
the contrary is proved every meeting in respect of the proceedings of which minutes have
been made shall be deemed to have been duly held and convened and all resolutions
passed or proceedings had at the meeting to have been duly passed or had.

Subject to all other provisions contained in this Schedule the Principal Paying Agent may
without the consent of the Issuer, the Noteholders or the Couponholders prescribe or
approve any further regulations regarding the requisitioning and/or the holding of meetings
of Noteholders and attendance and voting at them as the Principal Paying Agent may in its
sole discretion think fit.

(a) If and whenever the Issuer shall have issued and have outstanding Ordinary Notes
of more than one Series the foregoing provisions of this Schedule shall have effect
subject to the following modifications:

(i) a resolution which affects the Ordinary Notes of more than one Series but
does not give rise to a conflict of interest between the holders of Ordinary
Notes of any of the Series so affected shall be deemed to have been duly
passed if passed at a single meeting of the holders of the Ordinary Notes of
all the Series so affected;

(ii) a resolution which affects the Ordinary Notes of more than one Series but
does not give rise to a conflict of interest between the holders of Ordinary
Notes of any of the Series so affected shall be deemed to have been duly
passed at a single meeting of the holders of all the Series so affected;

(iii) a resolution which affects the Notes of more than one Series and gives or
may give rise to a conflict of interest between the holders of the Ordinary
Notes of one Series or group of Series so affected and the holders of the
Ordinary Notes of another Series or group of Series so affected shall be
deemed to have been duly passed only if in lieu of being passed at a single
meeting of the holders of the Ordinary Notes of all such Series it shall be
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duly passed at separate meetings of the holders of the Ordinary Notes of
each Series or group of Series so affected; and

(iv) to all such meetings all the preceding provisions of this Schedule shall
mutatis mutandis apply as though references therein to Ordinary Notes,
Noteholders and holders were references to the Ordinary Notes of the
Series or group of Series in question or to the holders of such Ordinary
Notes, as the case may be.

(b) If the Issuer shall have issued and have outstanding Ordinary Notes which are not
denominated in euro, in the case of any meeting of holders of Ordinary Notes of
more than one currency the nominal amount of such Ordinary Notes shall (i) for the
purposes of paragraph 2 above be the equivalent in euro at the spot rate of a bank
nominated by the Agent for the conversion of the relevant currency or currencies
into euro on the seventh dealing day prior to the day on which the requisition in
writing is received by the Issuer and (ii) for the purposes of paragraphs 5, 6 and 14
(whether in respect of the meeting or any adjourned such meeting or any poll
resulting therefrom) be the equivalent at such spot rate on the seventh dealing day
prior to the date of such meeting and, in any case, the equivalent in euro of partly
paid Notes or any other Ordinary Notes issued at a discount or a premium shall be
calculated by reference to the original nominal amount of such Ordinary Notes. In
such circumstances, on any poll each person present shall have one vote for each
€1 in nominal amount of the Ordinary Notes (converted as above) which he holds
or represents.

The Issuer (with the Principal Paying Agent’s prior approval) may decide to hold a virtual
meeting or a hybrid meeting and, in such case, shall provide details of the means for
Noteholders or their proxies or representatives to attend, participate in and/or speak at the
meeting, including the electronic platform to be used.

The Issuer or the Chairperson (in each case, with the Principal Paying Agent’s prior
approval) may make any arrangement and impose any requirement or restriction as is
necessary to ensure the identification of those entitled to take part in the virtual meeting or
hybrid meeting and the suitability of the electronic platform. All documentation that is
required to be passed between persons at or for the purposes of the virtual meeting or
persons attending the hybrid meeting via the electronic platform (in each case, in whatever
capacity) shall be communicated by email (or such other medium of electronic
communication as the Principal Paying Agent may approve).

All resolutions put to a virtual meeting or a hybrid meeting shall be voted on by a poll in
accordance with paragraphs 10-13 above (inclusive).

Persons seeking to attend, participate in, speak at or join a virtual meeting or a hybrid
meeting via the electronic platform, shall be responsible for ensuring that they have access
to the facilities (including, without limitation, IT systems, equipment and connectivity) which
are necessary to enable them to do so.

In determining whether persons are attending, participating in or joining a virtual meeting or
a hybrid meeting via the electronic platform, it is immaterial whether any two or more
members attending it are in the same physical location as each other or how they are able
to communicate with each other.
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Two or more persons who are not in the same physical location as each other attend a
virtual meeting or a hybrid meeting if their circumstances are such that if they have (or
were to have) rights to speak or vote at that meeting, they are (or would be) able to
exercise them.

The Chairperson reserves the right to take such steps as the Chairperson shall determine
in its absolute discretion to avoid or minimise disruption at the meeting, which steps may
include (without limitation), in the case of a virtual meeting or a hybrid meeting, muting the
electronic connection to the meeting of the person causing such disruption for such period
of time as the chairperson may determine.’

The Issuer (with the Principal Paying Agent's prior approval) may make whatever
arrangements they consider appropriate to enable those attending a virtual meeting or a
hybrid meeting to exercise their rights to speak or vote at it.

A person is able to exercise the right to speak at a virtual meeting or a hybrid meeting
when that person is in a position to communicate to all those attending the meeting, during
the meeting, as contemplated by the relevant provisions of this Schedule.

A person is able to exercise the right to vote at a virtual meeting or a hybrid meeting when:

(a) that person is able to vote, during the meeting, on resolutions put to the vote at the
meeting; and

(b) that person’s vote can be taken into account in determining whether or not such
resolutions are passed at the same time as the votes of all the other persons
attending the meeting who are entitled to vote at such meeting.

The Principal Paying Agent shall not be responsible or liable to the Issuer or any other
person for the security of the electronic platform used for any virtual meeting or hybrid
meeting or for accessibility or connectivity or the lack of accessibility or connectivity to any
virtual meeting or hybrid meeting.
